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I. statement

1. On May 12, 2011, the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment (CDPHE) filed a Motion for Amicus Curiae Status of the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment.  
2. CDPHE is an executive branch agency responsible for administering and enforcing many of Colorado’s environmental laws, including the Air Pollution Prevention and Control Act, § 25-7-101 et seq., C.R.S.

3. CDPHE intends to monitor this docket and participate as needed in a limited basis. CDPHE’s intention is to ensure that this docket comports with the Clean Air – Clean Jobs Act (CACJA), § 40-3.2-201 et seq., C.R.S., Commission Decision No. C10-1328, Docket No. 10M-245E, issued December 15, 2011, and Colorado’s Regional Haze State Implementation Plan (RH SIP). CDPHE, as the entity responsible for the implementation of state statutory air quality programs, including the CACJA and the RH SIP, has a unique interest in ensuring that the Colorado legal requirements that have been duly reviewed and approved by the Commission, the Colorado Air Quality Control Commission, and the legislature, are adhered to and not substantively affected. 
4. Rule 1200(c) provides for a non-party desiring to assist the Commission in arriving at a just and reasonable determination of a proceeding to participate as amicus curiae. Amicus curiae are not a party, and may present legal argument only, as permitted by the Commission.

5. No response has been filed to CDPHE’s motion.  Good cause appearing for the unopposed motion, it will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Amicus Curiae Status of the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment is granted.
