I. statement

1. Pursuant to Decision No. R11-0501-I, issued on May 6, 2011, the parties were directed to confer and agree upon a date for the evidentiary hearing in this matter from a list of choices offered by the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  The parties were to advise their preference on or before May 31, 2011.
2. On May 31, 2011, counsel for Intervenor MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi and/or Taxis Fiesta and/South Suburban Taxi, (MKBS) corresponded with the ALJ via email and advised that MKBS and/or Intervenors Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and/or Boulder Yellow Cab and/or Boulder SuperShuttle and/or Boulder Airporter (Colorado Cab), and Supershuttle International Denver, Inc. (SuperShuttle) were unavailable on the dates proposed.  Counsel for MKBS also stated that he had attempted to contact Applicant Kiromina Transportation, LLC (Applicant), but had been unsuccessful.
3. Intervenors MKBS, Colorado Cab, and SuperShuttle proposed a date in the week of July 11, 2011, as an alternative for hearing.  The ALJ responded that he was unavailable and asked the parties to consider the first week of August, 2011.
4. On June 1, 2011, Counsel for MKBS replied that his client, Colorado Cab, and SuperShuttle were all available for hearing on August 2, 2011.  Counsel stated that he still had not heard from the Applicant regarding its availability.
5. On June 2, 2011, the ALJ sent email correspondence to Applicant at the address listed in the application identifying August 2, 2011, as a potential hearing date and inviting any objection to that date.  In two email replies to the ALJ, Mr. Michael Hanna expressed no objection to the proposed date for hearing.

6. The hearing will be set on August 2, 2011, in the Commission offices in Denver.
