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I. StatemeNt
1. On June 10, 2011, the PSCO Motion to Clarify R11-0604-I was filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service).  

2. Ordering paragraph 3 of Decision No. R11-0604-I directs that “[w]ithin seven days following completion of second and third phases of the approved mitigation plan, the parties shall file test result data.”

3. Public Service has made clear that the second phase of the plan is to be performed (primarily) by its independent contractor Georgia Tech Research Corporation. Public Service requests clarification that filing of phase 2 data will be seven days after it is received from its contractor.
4. No prejudice coming to any party, response time to the motion will be waived sua sponte.  
5. The Commission’s interest in filing of the testing results is to assure prompt access of raw data to all concerned for consideration prior to any advocacy.  Additionally, there is interest in making timely progress toward implementation of the mitigation plan.

6. Public Service raises a reasonable concern as to the filing deadline where the ability to control compliance with the deadline may be beyond its control (e.g. dependence upon Georgia Tech Research Corporation).  However, Public Service gives no indication as to whether test result data will be available within seven days following completion of the second phase of testing or when it could otherwise be available.
7. In establishing the seven day filing requirement, the Order implicitly incorporates a foundation of reasonableness.  Should compliance with the Ordered deadline prove burdensome or impossible, further relief may be requested.  However, the pending motion does not raise sufficient cause to modify the Order.  Without knowledge of when data will be accessible by Public Service, there is no way to determine the reasonableness of filing seven days after such unknown period of time.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the PSCO Motion to Clarify R11-0604-I filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on June 10, 2011, is waived and the request is granted.  
2. Decision No. R11-0604-I is clarified consistent with the discussion above.
3. This Order is effective immediately.
