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I. STATEMENT  
1. On April 18, 2011, Kyle Broyles, doing business as Ribbon Shuttle (Applicant), filed an Application for New Permanent Authority to Operate as a Common Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire.
  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. On April 25, 2011, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed in this proceeding; established an intervention period; and established a pro forma procedural schedule.  Decision No. R11-0625-I vacated that procedural schedule.  

3. Tazco, Inc., doing business as Sunshine Taxi (Sunshine Taxi), intervened of right in this proceeding.  GISDHO Shuttle, Inc., doing business as American Spirit Shuttle (American Spirit Shuttle), intervened of right in this proceeding.  Both oppose the Application.  
4. On June 1, 2011, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  
5. American Spirit Shuttle and Sunshine Taxi, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  
6. By Decision No. R11-0625-I, the ALJ ordered Applicant to consult with Intervenors and to make, on or before June 22, 2011, a filing that:  (a) contains a procedural schedule, including hearing date(s), that is satisfactory to the Parties; and (b) addresses the issues discussed in that Order.  

7. On June 17, 2011, Applicant and counsel for Sunshine Taxi contacted the ALJ by telephone.  Applicant requested that he be given until June 29, 2011 to make the filing required by Decision No. R11-0625-I.  Applicant stated that he is unable to meet the June 22, 2011 filing date because he is going out of town.  Sunshine Taxi did not oppose this request.  

8. It is unclear whether Applicant informed American Spirit Shuttle of this request.  

9. The ALJ finds that Applicant provided good cause for granting the request and that no party will be prejudiced if the request is granted.  The ALJ will grant the request.  The ALJ will order Applicant to make, on or before June 29, 2011, the filing ordered by Decision No. R11-625-I.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The request of Mr. Kyle Broyles, doing business as Ribbon Shuttle, to change the date by which he must make a filing to comply with Decision No.R11-0625-I is granted.  

2. On or before June 29, 2011, Mr. Kyle Broyles, doing business as Ribbon Shuttle, shall make a filing that complies with the requirements of Decision No. R11-0625-I at 
¶¶ I.25-31.  

3. This Order does not affect or change any other filing date or filing requirement contained in Decision No. R11-0625-I.  

4. The Parties are held to the advisements in Decision No. R11-0625-I.  

5. This Order is effective immediately.
