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I. Statement

1. Pursuant to Decision No. C11-0635, mailed on June 8, 2011, the application of Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) in this matter was deemed complete as of that date and referred to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.

2. Notice of the Application by the Commission was confirmed in the same Decision, as was the filing of motions to intervene and/or notices of intervention by the following parties:  Regional Transportation District (RTD),
 Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service), City and County of Denver (City), and 4215 Columbine Street LLC.

3. On June 7, 2011, the City filed a Withdrawal of Opposition to Application in this Docket.

4. Good cause appearing therefor, and in the absence of any opposition, the Motion to Intervene by Permission filed by Public Service on May 25, 2011, will be granted.

5. Good cause appearing therefor, and in the absence of any opposition, the Motion to Intervene filed by the City on May 26, 2011, will be granted.  The City is a party to the Docket but does not oppose the relief sought by virtue of the City’s Withdrawal filed on June 7, 2011.

6. The Notices of Intervention as of Right filed respectively by RTD on May 12, 2011, and 4215 Columbine Street LLC on May 26, 2011, are timely and unopposed.  RTD and 4215 Columbine Street LLC are granted intervenor status in this Docket.

7. Since the application is contested it is appropriate to set it for hearing.  To that end, the ALJ directs the parties to confer and propose to the ALJ no later than July 6, 2011, a mutually-acceptable date and time for an evidentiary hearing to be convened in the offices of the Commission during the week of August 15, 2011, or the week of August 29, 2011.  Alternatively, if the parties believe more time is required to prepare for hearing, the ALJ is also available during the week of September 19, 2011.  If the parties believe the hearing will occupy more than one day, they should so state.  Any party who does not so participate in this meet and confer process will be deemed to have waived objections to the hearing going forward during one of the weeks specified above.

8. In addition, the parties are encouraged to develop and submit a proposed procedural schedule.  Any such proposed schedule should be submitted for approval on or before July 6, 2011.
  If the parties are not able to agree to a proposal, the ALJ will establish the procedural schedule taking into account the date(s) selected for hearing.

9. If the parties believe that a prehearing conference is necessary to discuss and resolve any additional procedural issues, they should so indicate.  The ALJ advises the parties that he will be unavailable during the period between July 11 and July 21, 2011.   

II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The Motions to Intervene filed by the City and County of Denver and Public Service Company of Colorado, respectively, are granted.

2. The Interventions as of Right filed by Regional Transportation District and 4215 Columbine Street LLC, respectively, are granted.

3. The parties shall confer and agree upon a hearing date from the options set forth in Paragraph No. 7, above.  The parties shall advise the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) of their choice of hearing date(s) on or before July 6, 2011.

4. The parties may submit for approval a stipulated procedural schedule as described above on or before July 6, 2011.  In lieu of a stipulated schedule, the ALJ will determine a procedural schedule to be set forth in a subsequent order.

5. This Order is effective immediately.
