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I. statement

1. On May 17, 2011, Applicant Cricket Communications, Inc. (Cricket) and Intervenor Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff), filed a Stipulation and Settlement Agreement (Stipulation) for approval by the Commission.

2. The undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ), in reviewing the Stipulation, finds that additional information is required regarding the requested waiver of Commission Rule 2187(b), 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2-2187, Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products.  In particular, the ALJ fails to understand the meaning of the last sentence of Paragraph No. I.16 (pages 7-8) of the Stipulation.  Nor does the ALJ find that Footnote 3 of the Stipulation clarifies this statement.

3. The ALJ will permit the parties to file supplemental information regarding this issue as follows:  

a)
Detail why granting Eligible Telecommunications Carrier status, subject to the terms of the waiver of Rule 2187(b) is in the public interest;

b)
If the requested waiver is not approved, how would requiring Cricket to serve an entire ILEC exchange “not necessarily further” the goal(s) of the low‑income program?

4. The parties may respond to this request for information by making a verified filing on or before July 1, 2011.  Alternatively, in lieu of such filing, the parties may communicate to the ALJ their mutual request to convene a hearing on the proposed Stipulation where additional clarifying information may be presented.  Such request should be made on or before June 29, 2011, and should state the availability of counsel for a hearing on July 5 or 6, 2011.

5. In the event that the parties request a hearing in lieu of filing supplemental information in support of the Stipulation, such hearing will be set by subsequent order.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Applicant Cricket Communications, Inc. and Intervenor Trial Staff of the Commission shall be permitted to make a supplemental filing in support of the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement, as detailed in Paragraphs No. 3 and No. 4, above, on or before July 1, 2011. 

2. At their option, the parties may elect to request a hearing on the proposed Stipulation and Settlement Agreement in lieu of making the supplemental filing described in Ordering Paragraph No. 1.  In that event, on or before June 29, 2011, the parties shall communicate their preference for a hearing and the availability of counsel for a hearing.

3. If the parties opt to request a hearing, it shall be set by subsequent order.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
