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I. statement

1. On May 12, 2011, the Verified Motion by Travis Ritchie to Appear Pro Hac Vice on Behalf of Sierra Club was filed by Travis Ritchie.  Travis Ritchie hereby requests permission to appear pro hac vice on behalf of the Sierra Club Environmental Law Program (Sierra Club) in the above captioned proceeding. Mr. Ritchie is a member in good standing of the Bar of California and seeks leave to represent the Sierra Club Environmental Law Program in this matter.
