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I. STATEMENT

1. On 
November 3, 2010, Colorado Jitney, LLC
 (Colorado Jitney or Applicant) filed its Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire.  The matter was referred to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for resolution by minute entry during the Commission’s Weekly Meeting held December 15, 2010
.

2. Colorado Jitney holds Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55785.  That certificate authorizes the following operations:  

Transportation of 
passengers, in scheduled service and in call-and-demand limousine service
(1)
between all points within one mile of the intersection of Broadway and Pearl Street in Boulder, Colorado, on the one-hand, and the ski areas at Arapahoe Basin, Breckenridge, Copper Mountain, Eldora, Keystone, Loveland, Vail, and Winter Park, Colorado, on the other hand; and

(2)
between Union Station, 1701 Wynkoop Street, in Denver, Colorado, on the one hand, and the ski areas at Arapahoe Basin, Aspen, Beaver Creek, Breckenridge, Copper Mountain, Eldora, Keystone, Loveland, Vail, and Winter Park, Colorado, on the other hand.  

3. By Decision No. R11-0356-I, issued April 4, 2011, stipulated modifications to the application were approved and several interventions were withdrawn.  Additional notice of the application was ordered in light of the intended operations and scope of the original notice.  

4. The Commission re-noticed the application on April 11, 2011.  The application sought extension of CPCN PUC No. 55785 as follows:

between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Broomfield, Boulder, Douglas and Jefferson, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and all points in the County of Grand, State of Colorado, on the other hand.

5. Wide Open Adventure, LLC; Delivery Acquisition, Inc., doing business as Colorado Mountain Express (CME); Rainbows, Inc., doing business as 453-TAXI; Hy-Mountain Transportation, Inc. (Hy-Mountain); and Snow Limousine, Inc. (Snow) timely intervened of right.

6. By Decision No. R11-0555-I, issued May 23, 2011, the application was further amended to seek extension of CPCN PUC No. 55785 such that the entire scope of Certificate 55785 will read as follows:

Item (C)(2) and Item (C)(3) are restricted against providing transportation between any one point other than a hotel, motel, motor inn, or other place of public lodging, located within a one and one half mile radius of the Denver West Marriott, 1717 Denver West Marriott Boulevard, Golden, Colorado, on the one hand, and on the other hand, all points within a three mile radius of each of the following points:  the Hyatt Regency Hotel, Beaver Creek, Colorado; the Vail Transportation Center, Vail, Colorado; the Keystone Lodge, Keystone, Colorado; the post office, Breckenridge, Colorado; The Mountain Plaza Building, Copper Mountain, Colorado; and the intersection of Colorado Highway 9 and U.S. Interstate Highway 70, Silverthorne, Colorado.

7. The intervention of CME was withdrawn.  See Decision No. R11-0484-I issued May 5, 2011.

8. By Decision No. R11-0484-I, a hearing was scheduled in the above-captioned matter for June 7, 2011.  At the scheduled time and place, the hearing was convened.  Applicant, Hy-Mountain and Snow appeared for the hearing.

9. As a preliminary matter, the parties appearing reported having reached an agreement to resolve their differences.

10. Hy-Mountain and Snow’s interest in the application will be satisfied if the requested authority identified as Part C(2) in paragraph 6 above is further "restricted against transportation within and/or between points in Eagle, Pitkin and/or Garfield Counties."
  If the Application is further restricted accordingly, their interventions may be withdrawn.

11. Applicant orally moved to amend the Application accordingly at hearing.

12. To be acceptable, restrictions must be restrictive in nature, clear and understandable, and administratively enforceable.  Both the authority and any restriction on that authority must be unambiguous and must be contained wholly within the certificate.  Both must be worded so that a person will know, from reading the certificate and without having to resort to any other document, the exact extent of the authority and of each restriction.  Clarity is essential because the scope of an authority must be found within the four corners of the permit, which is the touchstone by which one determines whether the operation of a common carrier is within the scope of its Commission-granted authority.  The proposed amendment to the application meets these standards.

13. The ALJ finds and concludes that the proposed amendment is restrictive in nature, is clear and understandable, and is administratively enforceable.  

14. The restriction to the authority sought by Applicant (i.e., the amendment to the application) will be accepted and the intervention of Hy-Mountain and Snow are withdrawn.  
15. No other party appeared for hearing.  

16. This matter has been pending quite some time leading up to the hearing through several amendments and two notices.  

17. By Decision No. R11-0484-I, all parties were advised that no witness will be permitted to testify, except in rebuttal, unless that witness is identified on a list of witnesses filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule.  Further, no exhibit will be received in evidence, except in rebuttal, unless filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule.  
18. No other intervenor disclosed witnesses or exhibits.  By failing to appear for hearing to cross-examine, challenge, or contest Applicant, it is found that remaining intevenors failed to prosecute their interest and the Application will be deemed unopposed.

19. In accordance with § 40-6-109, C.R.S., the ALJ now transmits to the Commission the record in this proceeding along with a written recommended decision.  

II. FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS  
20. Applicant is a Colorado limited liability company in good standing.  

21. Applicant requests an extension of operations under CPCN PUC No. 55785.  By the application, as amended, Applicant seeks to extend its authority to provide service:

22. The Verified Application establishes that Applicant is familiar with the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, and agrees to be bound by, and to comply with, those Rules.  The Verified Application and its supporting documentation establish that Applicant has sufficient equipment with which to render the proposed service and is financially fit to conduct operations under the authority requested.  Finally, review of the Verified Application and its supporting documentation indicates a need for the proposed service.  Therefore, because the Applicant is fit, financially and otherwise, to perform the proposed service and because the other prerequisites have been met, the requested CPCN should be granted.  

23. In accordance with § 40-6-109, C.R.S., the ALJ recommends that the Commission enter the following order.  

III. ORDER  
A. The Commission Orders That:  
1. The request to further amend the application to restrict against transportation within and/or between points in Eagle, Pitkin, and/or Garfield Counties is granted.
2. The interventions filed by Hy-Mountain Transportation, Inc.; and Snow Limousine, Inc. are dismissed.  
3. The verified application for extension on permanent authority filed by Colorado Jitney, LLC, doing business as Colorado Jitney (Colorado Jitney or Applicant), as that Application has been amended, is granted. Colorado Jitney is granted an extension under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55785 to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire as follows:

between any one point other than a hotel, motel, motor inn, or other place of public lodging, located within a one and one half mile radius of the Denver West Marriott, 1717 Denver West Marriott Boulevard, Golden, Colorado, on the one hand, and on the other hand, all points within a three mile radius of each of the following points:  the Hyatt Regency Hotel, Beaver Creek, Colorado; the Vail Transportation Center, Vail, Colorado; the Keystone Lodge, Keystone, Colorado; the post office, Breckenridge, Colorado; The Mountain Plaza Building, Copper Mountain, Colorado; and the intersection of Colorado Highway 9 and U.S. Interstate Highway 70, Silverthorne, Colorado. 

4. The extended authority granted in Ordering Paragraph No. 3 is conditioned on Applicant’s meeting the requirements contained in this Order and is not effective until these requirements have been met.  
5. All operations under the CPCN granted by Ordering Paragraph No. 3 shall be in accordance with the authority.  The Commission retains jurisdiction to make such amendments to this authority as deemed advisable.  
6. The right of Applicant, to operate shall depend upon its compliance with all present and future laws, regulations, and orders of the Commission.  
7. Applicant shall:
(a)
cause proof of insurance (a Form E or self-insurance) or surety bond (Form G) coverage to be filed with the Commission in accordance with Rule 6007, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR), 723-6 (Financial Responsibility);  

(b)
pay the Commission the $50.00 vehicle identification fee for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission;  

(c)
file a tariff in compliance with Rule 6207 4 CCR, 723-6 (Tariffs), with an effective date no earlier than ten days after the tariff is received by the Commission; and

(d)
pay the Commission the $5.00 issuance fee.

8. Applicant may not begin operations on the extended authority until it has met the requirements set out in Ordering Paragraph No. 7 above and received notice in writing from the Commission acknowledging compliance.  
9. If Applicant, does not comply with the requirements of Ordering Paragraph No. 7 above, within 60 days of the effective date of this Order, then Ordering Paragraph No. 3 above, shall be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance.  
10. All other pending motions are denied as moot.
11. Docket No. 10A-803CP-Extension is closed.  
12. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  
13. As provided by § 40-6-106, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the recommended decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.  

If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse a basic finding of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge; and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.  

14. If exceptions to this Recommended Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
