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I. Statement

1. Pursuant to Decision No. R11-0711-I, issued on June 29, 2011, the parties were directed to confer and, if possible, agree upon a procedural schedule.  A prehearing conference was tentatively scheduled for July 26, 2011, in the event no stipulated schedule was proposed or any issue required the attention of the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).

2. On July 6, 2011, counsel for Applicant Public Service Company of Colorado filed a Motion to Establish Procedural Schedule, Vacate Prehearing Conference and for Waiver of Response Time (Motion).  The Motion sets forth a proposed procedural schedule approved by all parties in the docket.

3. The Motion proposes hearing dates of October 13 and 14, 2011 in the Commission offices.  These dates are available for the ALJ.

4. In Decision No. R11-0711-I, the ALJ identified the issue of whether an additional 90 days would be necessary to resolve this matter (pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1210(a)(VII), Rules of Practice and Procedure) for consideration at the prehearing conference.  Although the Motion does not address this issue, implicit in the selection of hearing dates in October is the parties’ belief that such additional time is necessary.

5. The procedural schedule proposed in the Motion is as follows:

a)
Deadline to file and serve Direct testimony and exhibits:  July 14, 2011;

b)
Deadline to file and serve Answer testimony and exhibits:  August 26, 2011;

c)
Deadline to file and serve Rebuttal/Cross-Answer testimony and exhibits:  September 23, 2011;

d)
Evidentiary hearing:  October 13-14, 2011; and
e)
Deadline to file and serve simultaneous Statements of Position:  November 10, 2011.

6. With one exception, the ALJ will approve the proposed schedule.  As detailed in Decision No. R11-0711-I, a 210-day suspension of the subject tariff expires on December 27, 2011.  Having the parties submit statements of position on November 10, 2011, does not allow sufficient time for the writing of a recommended decision, the filing of exceptions, and possible requests for RRR.  In addition, two weeks allows plenty of time for the parties to summarize two days of hearing.  Accordingly, the deadline for filing post-hearing written statements of position, to which no reply will be permitted, will be revised to October 28, 2011.

7. Based on the foregoing, the ALJ will vacate the prehearing conference previously scheduled in this Docket.

II. order
