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I. STATEMENT

1. By Recommended Decision No. R11-0522, issued May 13, 2011, Colorado Best Transportation, Inc. (Colorado Best) was granted a permit to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire.  The Recommended Decision became the decision of the Commission on June 2, 2011.  

2. On July 6, 2011, Colorado Best made a request for additional time within which to comply with the filing requirements established in Decision No. R11-0522.  The request does not seek to modify the requirements in any way other than to extend the time to comply.  As the basis for its request, Colorado Best states that it has incurred unforeseen delays in complying with the requirements of the decision and additional time is necessary to complete the process.  Colorado Best requests an extension of the compliance period to August 12, 2011.  

3. The request states good cause.  No party will be prejudiced by the granting of the request.  The request for extension of time within which to comply will be granted provided Colorado Best does not operate under the authority granted by Decision No. R11-0522 until such time as Colorado Best has fully complied with the requirements set out in Decision No. R11‑0522.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The request for extension of time to comply with the requirements of Decision No. R11-0522 to August 12, 2011 is granted.  

2. Colorado Best Transportation, Inc. is granted an extension up to and including August 12, 2011, within which to comply with filing requirements established in Decision No. R11-0522, on the condition that Colorado Best Transportation, Inc., shall not provide any transportation service pursuant to the authority granted by Decision No. R11-0522 unless and until Colorado Best Transportation, Inc., has complied in full with the requirements set out Decision No. R11-0522.  

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
