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I. STATEMENT  
1. On February 16, 2011, Sondra Kay Slaughter, doing business as Tiggers Ride (Applicant), filed an Application for New Permanent Authority to Operate as a Common Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire.
  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. On February 28, 2011, the Commission issued its Notice of Application Filed in this proceeding; established an intervention period; and established a procedural schedule.  Decision No. R11-0386-I issued April 8, 2011, vacated that procedural schedule.  
3. The Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  
4. The following entities intervened of right:  Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express &/or SuperShuttle of Northern Colorado &/or SuperShuttle of Ft. Collins &/or SuperShuttle NOCO (Shamrock Charters), and Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc., doing business as SuperShuttle of Ft. Collins &/or Yellow Cab of Northern Colorado &/or Yellow Cab NOCO (Yellow Cab NOCO).  

5. Shamrock Charters and Yellow Cab NOCO, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Applicant and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

6. By Decision No. R11-0554-I, the ALJ scheduled the evidentiary hearing in this matter; adopted a procedural schedule; and provided advisements to the Parties.  By Decision No. R11-0562-I, the ALJ required Applicant to file a completed Affidavit of Eligibility of Lawful Presence in the United States.  

7. On July 12, 2011, Intervenors jointly filed, in one document, their Motion to Dismiss, Motion in Limine or, in the Alternative, Motion to Vacate Hearing, and Request to Shorten Response Time.  

8. By this Order, the ALJ will address only the Request to Shorten Response Time (Request).  In the Request, Intervenors ask that the ALJ shorten the response time to the Motion to Dismiss and the Motion in Limine or, in the Alternative, Motion to Vacate Hearing.  

9. The evidentiary hearing in this matter is scheduled for August 3, 2011.  The Motion to Dismiss and the Motion in Limine or, in the Alternative, Motion to Vacate Hearing, if granted, will affect the scheduled hearing and the Parties’ preparation for that hearing.  The ALJ finds that Intervenors have stated good cause to shorten the response time and that no party will be prejudiced if the Request is granted.  The ALJ will grant the Request and will shorten, to and including July 21, 2011, the response time to the Motion to Dismiss and the Motion in Limine or, in the alternative, Motion to Vacate Hearing.  

10. On July 12, 2011, the Commission received from Applicant an e-mail that states, in its entirety:

This motion is out of line and just because we do not have legal counsell [sic] does not mean we can represent ourselfs [sic].  

They have done as much as possible to stop us from getting our PUC and I have now got business licences [sic] for all city’s [sic] we go to in weld county [sic].  

As I have said before WE WILL be at this hearing.  

I would like to file a motion to dismiss just on harassment alone.  

Thank You  
Sondra Slaughter  
Tiggers Ride  
(Emphasis in original.)  It appears that Applicant did not send a copy of this e-mail to the Intervenors.  Further, the e-mail was sent to “PUC E-Filing Administration.”  The Commission sends e-mail notifications from this e-mail address but does not receive e-mails at this 
e-mail address.  
11. Applicant is advised that, and is on notice that, this e-mail is not a filing with the Commission; that this e-mail is not a response to the Motion to Dismiss and the Motion in Limine or, in the alternative, Motion to Vacate Hearing; and that the ALJ will not consider this 
e-mail in this proceeding.  In short, Applicant still must file a response to the Motion to Dismiss and the Motion in Limine or, in the alternative, Motion to Vacate Hearing and that response must be filed in accordance with the Rules of Practice and Procedure, found at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) Part 1, and in accordance with the advisement in Decision No. R11-0386-I at ¶ 11 (“Ms. Slaughter is the only non-lawyer who may appear on behalf of Applicant in this matter.”).
  
12. Applicant is advised that, and is on notice that, pursuant to Rule 4 CCR 
723-1-1400, the ALJ will consider Applicant’s failure to file a response to the Motion to Dismiss and the Motion in Limine or, in the alternative, Motion to Vacate Hearing to be a confession of the motion.  

13. Applicant is reminded that, and is on notice that, filing with the Commission means receipt by the Commission by the due date.  Thus, if a document is placed in the mail on the date on which the document is to be filed, then the document is not filed timely with the Commission.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Request to Shorten Response Time is granted.  

2. On or before July 21, 2011, Sondra Kay Slaughter, doing business as Tiggers Ride, shall file a response to the Motion to Dismiss and the Motion in Limine or, in the Alternative, Motion to Vacate Hearing filed on July 12, 2011.  

3. The Parties shall be held to the advisements in this Order and to the advisements contained in Orders previously issued in this docket.  

4. This Order is effective immediately.
