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I. statement

1. By Interim Order No. R11-0705-I, issued June 29, 2011, a pre-hearing conference in this proceeding was set for July 12, 2011.  At the scheduled date and time the pre-hearing conference was convened.  Appearances were entered by legal counsel on behalf of Complainants, Eschelon Telecom of Colorado, Inc., doing business as Integra Telecom; McLeodUSA Telecommunications Services, LLC, doing business as PAETEC Business Services; and tw telecom of colorado, llc, as well as legal counsel for Intervenor, Commission Staff, and Respondents Qwest Corporation and CenturyLink. 

2. The Parties represented that they had reached agreement regarding a procedural schedule in this matter.  The Parties agree to a procedural schedule as follows:

3. The parties also agree to a ten-calendar day turnaround time for discovery propounded regarding the Complaint, the Answer, direct testimony, and answer testimony.  A seven-calendar day turnaround time would apply for discovery propounded regarding rebuttal and cross-answer testimony.  All other criteria of Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1405, Rules of Practice and Procedure, regarding discovery remain applicable to this matter.

4. The Parties further agree to provide electronic service of process for all requests and responses to all parties.  Documents are to be provided in their native electronic format.  Confidential information is to be served in native electronic format on the due date to those parties that have signed a non-disclosure agreement.  

5. Highly confidential information is to be provided to the ALJ, Commission Staff and Commission Advisors.
