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I. STATEMENT  

1. On August 26, 2005, the City of Thornton (Applicant) filed an Application requesting authority to construct cantilever light signals, automatic gate arms, and a concrete pad crossing surface at the at-grade crossing of the Union Pacific Railroad Company at 144th Avenue.  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. The Parties in this proceeding are the Applicant, the Regional Transportation District (RTD), and the Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR).  

3. By Decision No. C11-0717, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  
4. The procedural history of this proceeding is set out in Decision No. R11-0736-I.  

5. By Decision No. R11-0736-I, the ALJ scheduled a prehearing conference for July 20, 2011.  In that Order at ¶ 16, the ALJ identified the issues that the Parties must be prepared to discuss at the prehearing conference.  

6. On July 13, 2011, the Parties filed a Stipulated Motion to Change Date of Prehearing Conference (Motion).  In that filing, the Parties request that the scheduled prehearing conference date be vacated and that the prehearing conference be held on August 2, 2011.  The ALJ finds that the Motion states good cause and that no party will be prejudiced if the Motion is granted.  The ALJ will grant the Motion, will vacate the July 20, 2011 prehearing conference, and will schedule the prehearing conference for August 2, 2011.  

7. At the August 2, 2011 prehearing conference, the Parties must be prepared to discuss the matters identified in Decision No. R11-0736-I at ¶ 16.  

8. The Parties are reminded that failure to appear at the prehearing conference will be deemed:  (a) to be acquiescence to the rulings made during, and decisions reached during, the prehearing conference; and (b) to be a waiver of any objection to the rulings made during, and the decisions reached during, the prehearing conference.  
9. Given that the Motion is stipulated, no party will be prejudiced if response time to the Motion is waived.  The ALJ sua sponte will waive response time to the Motion.  

II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Stipulated Motion to Change Date of Prehearing Conference is granted.  

2. The prehearing conference scheduled for July 20, 2011 is vacated.  

3. A prehearing conference in this matter is scheduled as follows:
