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I. statement

1. Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed an application for approval of its 2012 Renewable Energy Standard Compliance Plan (Plan) with accompanying three volumes of the Plan, as well as the Company’s direct testimony and exhibits in support of the Plan (Application) on May 13, 2011.  
2. On May 16, 2011, the Commission issued Notice of the Application (Notice) to all interested persons, firms, or corporations.  The Notice advised that any person desiring to intervene in or participate as a party in this proceeding was required to file a petition for leave to intervene in this docket within 30 days after the date of the Notice, or no later than June 15, 2011.

3. At the Commissioners’ Weekly Meeting on June 22, 2011, the Application was deemed complete and referred to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.

4. The following entities timely filed notices of intervention as of right in this matter:  Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission; the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC); and, the Colorado Governor’s Energy Office.

5. The following entities timely filed petitions to intervene by permission in this matter: Blanca Ranch Holdings, LLC and Trinchera Ranch Holdings, LLC, jointly; Climax Molybdenum Company and CF&I Steel, L.P., jointly; Interstate Renewable Energy Council; City of Boulder; Colorado Renewable Energy Society; the Solar Alliance; Colorado Solar Energy Industries Association; Western Resource Advocates; Colorado Independent Energy Association; Ratepayers United of Colorado, LLC; Mr. Sol Shapiro; and Ms. Leslie Glustrom.  In addition, the Vote Solar Initiative’s Motion to Intervene out of Time was granted.

6. By Interim Order No. R11-0738-I, mailed July 6, 2011, a pre-hearing conference in this matter was scheduled for July 22, 2011.  However, on July 21, 2011, counsel for Public Service contacted the undersigned ALJ by e-mail and indicated the parties had reached an informal agreement regarding a proposed procedural schedule.  After several e-mail exchanges between the ALJ and Public Service’s attorney, a procedural schedule as agreed to by the parties was proposed as follows:

Answer testimony due date





September 21, 2011

Rebuttal/Cross Answer testimony due date



October 28, 2011

Evidentiary Hearing





November 7, 9-11, 2011

Closing Statements of Position due date



December 2, 2011

7. Several accommodations were required among the parties.  For example, OCC witness Mr. Shafer’s testimony will be scheduled near the end of the hearings to accommodate a previous hearing.  In addition, Public Service witnesses Ms. Kittel and Mr. Haeger agree to be available on November 7, 2011 for the limited purpose of allowing Ms. Glustrom to cross‑examine these witnesses due to her unavailability the other two days of hearings.  

8. Discovery will be conducted pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723‑1‑1405, Rules of Practice and Procedure, except as follows.  The parties agree to a ten‑calendar day turnaround time for discovery related to direct testimony, with the cutoff for discovery on the day answer testimony is due, or September 21, 2011.  The turnaround time for discovery related to answer testimony will be seven days with the cutoff for discovery on the day cross-answer/rebuttal testimony is due on October 28, 2011.  For discovery related to cross‑answer and rebuttal testimony, there will be a five-day turnaround time with the cutoff five days prior to the hearing, or November 2, 2011.

9. The procedural schedule detailed above in Paragraph Nos. 6 through 8 will be adopted, with the addition that the deadline for filing dispositive motions shall be no later than October 24, 2011.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The procedural schedule set out above in Paragraph Nos. 6 through 8 is adopted.
