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I. STATEMENT

1. On August 3, 2011, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service, or the Company) filed an Unopposed Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado to Modify Procedural Schedule to Allow for Parties to Update Their Class Cost of Service Studies to Reflect Anticipated Results of the Phase I Rate Case in Docket No. 10AL-963G and Request for Waiver of Response Time.

2. Public Service summarizes the actions taken in the Phase I Gas Rate Case in Docket No. 10AL-963G.  It notes that Decision No. R11-0743-I, the Recommended Decision approving the settlement agreement in part was issued on July 8, 2011, and that while exceptions and requests for clarification were filed by the Office of Consumer Counsel and the Company, no party filed exceptions to the recommended revenue requirement changes discussed in that order.

3. Even though there is the possibility the Commission might alter the revenue requirement from the Recommended Decision, Public Service is proposing that it update its Class Cost of Service Study (CCOSS) models in the instant proceeding to reflect the revenue requirement approved in Decision No. R11-0743-I.  Reflecting that desire, Public Service has proposed to modify the schedule with respect to the submission of testimony in this docket.  

4. Public Service proposes that it update its model and related direct testimony on August 4, 2011, to reflect the new revenue requirement.  It also proposes that intervenors can file answer testimony on that filing on August 12, 2011, and that intervenors’ cross-answer testimony on all issues shall be filed on August 31, 2011.

5. Public Service represents that this motion to modify the schedule is unopposed by any party in this case.

6. The revision of the CCOSS models to reflect the Phase I revenue requirement approved in the Recommended Decision is a useful process.  It will allow all parties to see the proposed impacts on rates in this Phase II proceeding that reflect what is likely to occur, rather than reflect the original filed direct case in Docket No. 10AL-963G.

7. The proposed changes to the procedural schedule are reasonable, and they do not affect the hearing dates.  

8. For good cause shown, the Hearing Commissioner grants the motion and waives response time.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado to Modify Procedural Schedule to Allow for Parties to Update Their Class Cost of Service Studies to Reflect Anticipated Results of the Phase I Rate Case in Docket No. 10AL-963G and Request for Waiver of Response Time is granted.
