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I. STATEMENT
1. On June 20, 2011, Nextgen Communications, Inc. filed the above-captioned application. The application commenced this proceeding.
2. During the Commission’s weekly meeting held August 3, 2011, the matter was referred to an administrative law judge for disposition.

3. The Adams County E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority; the Arapahoe County E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority; the Boulder Regional Emergency Telephone Service Authority; the Douglas County Emergency Telephone Services Authority; Intrado Communications, Inc.; the Jefferson County E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority; the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel; and Staff of the Public Utilities Commission timely intervened of right without objection.
4. On July 11, 2011, N.E. Colorado Cellular, Inc.’s, doing business as Viaero Wireless’ Entry of Appearance and Motion for Intervention was filed.  No response was filed.  Good cause shown for the unopposed request it will be granted.
5. On July 21, 2011, the Intervention Petition of Qwest Corporation was filed.  No response was filed.  Good cause is shown for the unopposed request and it will be granted.

6. On July 22, 2011, the Petition of Level 3 Communications, LLC to Intervene was filed. No response was filed.  Good cause is shown for the unopposed request and it will be granted.
7. On July 22, 2011, Bandwidth.Com CLEC, LLC’s Entry of Appearance and Motion for Intervention was filed. No response was filed.  Good cause is shown for the unopposed request and it will be granted.
8. The undersigned notes some conflicts between the Commission’s E-Filings System and information included in documents e-filed.  The parties’ attention is drawn to Rule 1211 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 addressing implementation of the Commission’s E-Filings System, including provisions regarding conflicts between images uploaded and information input into the system by the filer.  Some counsel attempted to make filings on behalf of others; however, they were not yet authorized to do so in the E-Filings System.
  Additionally, parties filed pro se filings, although the attached image reflected intent to file through counsel.  The latter category will be addressed by separate order.
9. The Commission continues to encourage the participation of parties and counsel in the E-Filing System for the benefit of the Commission and all parties.   Further relief may be sought by those affected; however, a party must be registered in the Commission’s E-Filing System prior to making electronic filings.  
II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. N.E. Colorado Cellular, Inc., doing business as Viaero Wireless’s (Viaero) Entry of Appearance and Motion for Intervention filed July 11, 2011 is granted.

2. The Intervention Petition of Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed July 21, 2011 is granted.

3. The Petition of Level 3 Communications, LLC (Level 3) to Intervene filed July 22, 2011 is granted.

4. Bandwidth.Com CLEC, LLC’s (Bandwidth CLEC) Entry of Appearance and Motion for Intervention filed July 22, 2011 is granted.

5. Viaero, Qwest, Level 3, and Bandwidth CLEC are granted intervenor status in this proceeding.
6. This Order is effective immediately.
