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I. STATEMENT  
1. On May 6, 2011, Spring Cab, LLC, doing business as Spring Cab (Spring Cab or Applicant), filed an Application for Authority to Extend Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity No. 55797.  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. The procedural history of this case is found in previous Orders in this Docket.  
3. By Decision No. R11-0833-I, as pertinent here, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) adopted a procedural schedule.  The procedural schedule provided an opportunity for a party to file, on or before August 12, 2011, a motion made pursuant to Colorado Rule of Civil Procedure 12(b)(1) and for responses to such a motion to be filed on or before August 26, 2011.  

4. On August 10, 2011, RDSM Transportation, LLC, doing business as Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs (Colorado Springs Yellow Cab), an intervenor in this docket, filed its Motion to Dismiss Application (Motion).  

5. On August 12, 2011, the Commission received a document entitled “Docket No. 09A-452CP Decision No. R10-0157, R10-0157-E, CPCN No. 55797 and Restrictions on Number of Taxicabs Docket No. 11A-406CP-Extension, Decision No. R11-0833, R11-0833-1-E and Restrictive Amendment to Scope of Authority Requested.”  The document was “respectfully submitted” by Ali Gulaid, President of Spring Cab, LLC.  

6. Spring Cab is represented by counsel in this matter, and Mr. Gulaid is not that counsel.  Spring Cab’s counsel must make every filing submitted in this proceeding on behalf of Applicant.  Spring Cab’s counsel did not file the document received by the Commission on August 12, 2011; as a result, that document is void and of no legal effect.  See, e.g., Decision No. R11-0677-I at ¶ 9 (discussion of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1201(a) and Commission ruling on necessity for attorney to make filing).  
7. As the document received by the Commission on August 12, 2011 is void and of no legal effect, no party may cite to or rely on the document.  In addition, neither the Commission nor the ALJ will refer to, consider, or rely on the document.  

8. Applicant’s response to the Motion is due on or before August 26, 2011.  Applicant’s counsel must sign the response.  

9. On August 15, 2011, Colorado Springs Yellow Cab filed a Motion to Strike Spring Cab’s Position to the Commission Not to Dismiss its Application to Extend.  As a result of the ruling in this Order, the ALJ will deny as moot the motion filed on August 15, 2011.  
II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The document entitled “Docket No. 09A-452CP Decision No. R10-0157, 
R10-0157-E, CPCN No. 55797 and Restrictions on Number of Taxicabs Docket 
No. 11A-406CP-Extension, Decision No. R11-0833, R11-0833-1-E and Restrictive Amendment to Scope of Authority Requested,” which document was received by the Commission on August 12, 2011, is void and of no legal effect.  

2. No party shall cite to or rely on the referenced document.  

3. Neither the Commission nor the Administrative Law Judge will refer to, will consider, or will rely on the referenced document.  

4. The Motion to Strike Spring Cab’s Position to the Commission Not to Dismiss its Application to Extend is denied as moot.  

5. This Order is effective immediately.
