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I. statement

1. Decision Nos. R11-790-I, issued July 21, 2011, and R11-0849-I, issued August 4, 2011, established revised procedural deadlines applicable to this matter.  These decisions addressed revised testimony filing deadlines and did not address revised discovery deadlines.
2. On August 12, 2011 Public Service Company of Colorado (“Public Service”) filed an Unopposed Motion of Public Service to Modify Discovery Procedures and Request for Waiver of Response Time (“Motion”).  In the Motion, Public Service states that the revised testimony filing deadlines established in Decision Nos. R11-790-I and R11-0849-I have created a situation whereby the discovery deadlines set forth in Decision No. R11-0540-I, issued on May 18, 2011, should also be revised.
3. Public Service proposes an August 31, 2011 discovery cut-off date for the following:  (1) the July 22, 2011 Staff of the Commission/Intervenors Answer Testimony; 
(2) the August 4, 2011 Public Service Supplemental Testimony and Class Cost of Service Update; (3) the August 5, 2011 Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel Supplemental Answer Testimony and Class Cost of Service Model; and (4) the August 12, 2011 Staff of the Commission/Intervenors Supplemental Answer Testimony and Class Cost of Service Model.
4. Public Service states that the Motion is unopposed and that response time should be waived.

5. The proposed changes to the procedural schedule are reasonable, and they do not affect the hearing dates.  

6. For good cause shown, the Hearing Commissioner grants the motion and waives response time.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Unopposed Motion of Public Service to Modify Discovery Procedures and Request for Waiver of Response Time is waived.

2. The Unopposed Motion of Public Service to Modify Discovery Procedures and Request for Waiver of Response Time is granted.  
3. The discovery cut-off for Staff of the Commission/Intervenors Answer Testimony is moved from August 19, 2011 to August 31, 2011.

4. The discovery cut-off for Public Service Company of Colorado’s Supplemental Testimony and Class Cost of Service Update is moved from July 22, 2011 to August 31, 2011.

5. The discovery cut-off for the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel’s Supplemental Answer Testimony and Class Cost of Service Model is moved from August 19, 2011 to August 31, 2011.

6. Discovery cut-off for Staff of the Commission/Intervenors Supplemental Answer Testimony and Class Cost of Service Model is moved from August 19, 2011 to August 31, 2011.

7. This Order is effective immediately.
