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I. statement

1. The captioned proceeding was initiated on August 10, 2011, when the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) issued Civil Penalty Assessment Notice (CPAN) No. 100565 to K-7 Inc., doing business as A Personal Touch Recovery, Ltd. (Respondent), alleging two violations of Commission regulations regarding a failure to provide records, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6-6005(c)(I)(B), Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle; as well as 43 violations of §40-13-103(1), C.R.S., operating without a valid towing permit.  Respondent was personally served with a copy of CPAN No. 100565 on August 10, 2011.  

2. On September 7, 2011, the Commission referred this matter to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge for disposition.

3. CPAN No. 100565 provides that if Respondent wishes to contest the allegations contained therein, or if Respondent does not pay the penalty amount within ten days of its receipt of the CPAN, Respondent is obliged, within 15 days of such receipt, to contact the Commission to set the matter for hearing.  In the absence of such a contact, CPAN No. 100565 provides that it will become a Complaint to Appear Notice and that the Commission will set a hearing date without regard to Respondent’s wishes.

4. To date, Respondent has not paid the penalty amount contained in CPAN No. 100565, nor has Respondent contacted the Commission regarding a hearing setting.  Therefore, it is appropriate to set this matter for hearing for Friday October 21, 2011.  If Respondent pays the total civil penalty amount of $52,635.00 prior to October 21, 2011, the hearing in this matter will be vacated.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:
