I. Statement

1. Pursuant to Decision No. C11-0195, issued on February 23, 2011, this matter, including two pending motions for extension of time, was assigned to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.
  

2. A motion to extend the time for filing an annual report was requested by 453-Taxi on April 22, 2011.  A similar motion for extension of time was filed by R & R Transportation, Inc. (R&R) on April 29, 2011.  Both motions assert that the extensions are requested to permit completion of income tax preparation.

A significant amount of time has passed since the motions were filed.  The ALJ needs to ascertain whether the bases for the respective motions still exist.  Therefore, the ALJ will schedule a hearing on the motions of 453-Taxi and R&R, and these parties will have the 

3. opportunity to explain whether and (if so) for what reason a further extension of time to file an annual report is still necessary.  Failure to appear at the hearing will result in denial of that party’s motion.

4. In lieu of appearing at the hearing on the motions, either 453-Taxi and/or R&R may file its respective annual report three days prior to the hearing date.
