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I. STATEMENT

1. On August 5, 2011, Public Service filed its Verified Application for deferred accounting treatment for extraordinary expenditures related to investigating, litigating responsibility for and potentially remediating possible environmental contamination at 1770 13th Street, Boulder, CO, the site of a former manufactured gas plant operated at one point in time by Public Service. 

2. On August 10, 2011, the Commission gave notice of the Application (Notice of Application).  

3. During the Commission’s weekly meeting held 
September 21, 2011, the matter was referred to an administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition.

4. On September 30, 2011, the Joint Motion to Vacate Procedural Deadlines was filed by Public Service on behalf of itself, Staff of the Public Utilities Commission, and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel.  The Parties jointly request that the deadlines prescribed in the Notice of Application be vacated and that October 18, 2011 be established as the deadline for either the Parties to file a settlement resolving all issues raised by the Application or the Company to file its Direct Testimony and Exhibits. 
5. If no settlement is reached by October 18, 2011, the parties will file a proposed procedural schedule to address all remaining procedural dates. 
6. The Parties seek this change in the previously prescribed deadlines in order that they may spend the next two weeks exploring the possibility of settling this matter without the need for filing testimony.

7. Having the support of all parties, it is appropriate that response time be waived.
8. Based upon good cause shown, the unopposed request will be granted.  The proposed procedural schedule, and other procedural matters, will be adopted as ordered below.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Joint Motion to Vacate Procedural Deadlines filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on September 30, 2011, is waived and the request granted.
2. Procedural deadlines prescribed in the Notice of Application, dated August 10, 2011, are vacated.

3. The following procedural schedule will be adopted for this proceeding:

4. The parties may file a settlement resolving all issues raised by the Application for consideration in lieu of direct testimony. 

5. Each party shall file with the Commission an electronic copy of its testimony and exhibits on a 3.5” floppy disk or CD ROM in both the underlying executable electronic format and Adobe PDF format.   Any stipulations or settlement agreements, along with any associated testimony or exhibits, shall also be filed electronically.  Testimony and exhibits may be submitted through the Commission’s E-Filing System in the underlying executable electronic format in lieu of this requirement.

6. This Order is effective immediately.
