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I. statement

1. On October 11, 2011, the Verified Motion of Steven S. Michel to Appear Pro Hac Vice as Counsel for Western Resource Advocates was filed.  It is requested that Steven S. Michel be permitted to appear Pro Hac Vice as counsel for Western Resource Advocates in the above captioned proceeding. Mr. Michel is licensed to practice law in the State of New Mexico (Bar Admission No. 1809), in Federal District Court for the State of New Mexico, and before the United States Tenth Circuit Court of Appeals, and in no other jurisdictions.  He seeks to represent Western Resource Advocates in this matter.
2. Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1201(a) governs admissions to appear before the Commission for attorneys not licensed to practice in Colorado.  This rule in turn refers to Rule 221.1, Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure (Colo.R.Civ.P.).

3. By Decision No. R11-0758-I issued July 13, 2011, a prehearing conference was scheduled in this matter.  At the scheduled time and place, the hearing was convened.  No party raised any objection to the shortening of response time to the time of the prehearing conference and no party raised any objection to the relief requested herein.

4. Response time to the motion will be shortened sua sponte.

6. No response has been filed to the motion and no response was stated during the prehearing conference.

Such participation benefits counsel and mitigates potential costs and other burdens that may be imposed upon parties to the proceeding and the State of Colorado to serve Mr. Michel out of state.  

8. The Verified Motion states good cause, establishes that Mr. Michel is an attorney in good standing in the State of New Mexico, and demonstrates that Mr. Michel meets the requirements of Rule 1201, 4 CCR 723-1.  No party will be prejudiced by the granting of the Verified Motion, and the unopposed Verified Motion will be granted.  Mr. Michel will be admitted to practice before the Commission Pro Hac Vice. 
II. ORDER 

A. It Is Ordered That:

2. Steven S. Michel, Esquire, is admitted to practice before the Commission in this matter Pro Hac Vice.
