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I. statement

1. On August 8, 2011, Virgin Mobile USA, L.P. (Virgin Mobile or Applicant), filed its Application for Limited Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier and for Waiver of Certain Commission Rules.  

2. By Interim Order No. R11-1083-I, issued October 6, 2011, a pre-hearing conference in this proceeding was set for October 13, 2011.  At the scheduled date and time, the pre-hearing conference was convened.  Appearances were entered by legal counsel on behalf of Virgin Mobile; the Staff of the Commission (Staff); the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC); and the Adams County E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority, the Arapahoe County E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority, and the Jefferson County E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority.  

3. It was noted that the Colorado Supreme Court Attorney Registration Office provided notice of the provisional admission of Mr. W. Richard Morris to appear pro hac vice as attorney and co-counsel for Virgin Mobile.

5. The parties also agreed to a 14-calendar day turnaround time for discovery propounded regarding direct and answer testimony, and a 7-calendar day turnaround time for discovery propounded regarding rebuttal and cross-answer testimony.  The cut-off date for all discovery is January 16, 2011.  All other criteria of Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure regarding discovery will remain applicable to this matter.

6. In addition, parties shall provide electronic service of process for all discovery requests and responses to all parties to this matter.  Documents are to be provided in their native electronic format.  Confidential information is to be served in native electronic format on the due date to those parties that have signed a non-disclosure agreement.

7. Highly confidential information is to be provided to Staff, Commission Advisors and their respective Assistant Attorneys General, as well as to the OCC and its assigned Assistant Attorney General.
