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I. STATEMENT

1. This Docket was opened on August 24, 2011, pursuant to Decision No. C11-0440, Docket No. 11R-364GPS, issued on April 22, 2011.

2. At the same time, the Commission provided Notice of Proposed Rulemaking, notice of filing deadlines for written comments, and notice of hearing scheduled on October 21, 2011.  The Commission also assigned this matter to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.

3. The assignment from the Commission included the grant of authority to the ALJ to set additional hearings as necessary.
4. After a review of written comments submitted in this Docket and consultation with Advisory Staff of the Commission, the ALJ determined that further comment is desirable on the subject of whether and how the proposed rules might be adopted for a limited time after which the Commission would be tasked with reviewing the effectiveness of those rules and, where warranted, modifying them to accomplish the purposes of the underlying statute 
(§ 40-3-103.5, C.R.S.).
5. At the October 21, 2011 hearing, Mr. Scott Brockett of Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) offered to file a document by October 28, 2011, setting forth parameters of a “pilot program” favored by Public Service.
6. The ALJ will permit additional written comments to be filed regarding the possible implementation of the proposed rules as a pilot program, including reaction to the document to be filed by Public Service, on or before November 4, 2011.  In addition, as stated during the course of the October 21, 2011 hearing, the ALJ will convene a further hearing on November 4, 2011, to receive oral comments on the same topic.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:
1. Interested parties may submit written comments in this Docket on the subject set forth in Paragraph No. 4, above, on or before November 4, 2011.
