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I. statement
1. This matter comes before Hearing Commissioner Matt Baker (Hearing Commissioner) for consideration of a Motion for a one week extension of time to respond to audit requests, filed on October 27, 2011 by MCI Communications Services, Inc., doing business as Verizon Business Services (Verizon).  This matter also comes before the Hearing Commissioner for consideration of a Motion for extension of time filed on October 28, 2011, by Futurum Communications Corp., requesting similar relief.

2. Section 40-15-107, C.R.S., and Rule 2005, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-2, Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, allow the Commission to inspect the books and documents of providers and require providers to make such information available to the Commission.  This authority grants the Commission to request information needed to determine the most appropriate reform changes. Audit responses are held confidential pursuant to 4 CCR 723-1-1101, Rules of Practice and Procedure.

3. By Decision No. C11-1094, issued October 12, 2011, the Commission ordered certain telecommunications  providers to respond to audit requests on or before October 28, 2011.  

4. In its Motion, Verizon requests a one week extension to provide its responses.  Verizon states its personnel responsible for providing responses had travel plans, but are still working on the responses remotely.  Verizon states it wishes to be as complete as possible in its responses and requires further time.  

5. In its Motion, Futurum Communications Corp. requests an extension to provide its responses.  In its Motion, Futurum does not state the reason for its extension request.  The Hearing Commissioner finds good cause for both Motions.  He therefore grants the two Motions and waives response times thereto.  

II. Order
A. It Is Ordered That:
1. The Motion for a one week extension of time to respond to audit requests, filed on October 27, 2011 by MCI Communications Services, Inc., doing business as Verizon Business Services is granted and response time thereto is waived.
2. The Motion for an extension of time to respond to audit requests, filed on October 28, 2011 by Futurum Communications Corp. is granted for one week and response time thereto is waived.
