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I. STATEMENT

1. On 
September 6, 2011, 
El Paso County Telephone Company (El Paso) filed the above-captioned petition.
2. By Decision No. R11-1140-I, issued October 25, 2011, a prehearing conference was scheduled in this matter.   
3. On October 31, 2011, the Joint Motion for Procedural Schedule (Joint Motion) was filed by El Paso on behalf El Paso and NE Colorado Cellular, Inc., doing business as Viaero Wireless.  The parties request that the procedural schedule be suspended to permit the parties to negotiate an appropriate resolution and “agree that the deadline for the Commission’s resolution of this matter as prescribed in 47 USC § 252(b)(4)(C), may be extended or waived to accommodate this ‘negotiation standstill.’” Joint Motion at 1.

4. At the scheduled time and place, the prehearing conference was convened.  
All parties appeared and participated through counsel.  It was confirmed that both parties were willing to indefinitely extend or waive the deadline for Commission resolution of this matter to minimize litigation costs while the parties seek to resolve the matter.  The Administrative Law Judge finds the parties’ agreement to be reasonable.  
5. Judge Jennings-Fader has summarized the effects of the parties’ agreement to be a waiver of the right to petition the Federal Communications Commission to invoke its jurisdiction pursuant to 47 U.S.C. § 252(e)(5) on the grounds that the Commission failed to enter its decision on or before the date on which the Commission issues its decision, and a waiver of the right to appeal the Commission decision issued in this matter on the grounds that the decision was not issued on or before the date on which the Commission issues its decision in this docket.  See e.g., Decision No. R06-1153-I, Docket No. 06B-497T, issued September 29, 2006.  

6. In their filing, the parties propose filing of monthly status reports commencing in December.  Based upon further discussion and consideration during the prehearing conference, quarterly status reports will be required as ordered below.  Without regard to the reports, any party may request a prehearing conference or adoption of a procedural schedule at any time, if desired.
II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The timeframe within which the Commission must issue a decision in this arbitration is extended by agreement of 
El Paso County Telephone Company and NE Colorado Cellular, Inc., doing business as Viaero Wireless.  

2. The parties shall file quarterly reports informing the Commission as to the progress of negotiations.  The first report shall be filed on or before February 1, 2012 and continuing thereafter on or before May 1, 2012, August 1, 2012, etc., until further order.
3. This Order is effective immediately.
