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I. statement

1. Pursuant to Decision No. R11-1074-I, issued October 5, 2011, the hearing in this matter was noticed for November 3, 2011, in Glenwood Springs, Colorado.

2. On October 31, 2011, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) corresponded to the parties and their counsel via email regarding the need for a telephonic conference to confirm that all were prepared to go forward with the hearing.

3. On November 1, 2011, Applicant Julie Lewallen, doing business as J & J Courtesy Carriers (Applicant or Ms. Lewallen), filed a document with the Commission indicating her desire to amend the scope of the authority sought in this proceeding.  Ms. Lewallen also sent a reply email to the ALJ and to Mr. Gary Gramlick of the Commission’s Staff indicating that she wished to delay the hearing in this matter to allow more time to prepare.

4. Later on November 1, 2011, the ALJ sent an email to the parties and their counsel indicating his intention to vacate the hearing date and schedule a prehearing conference to discuss the scope and status of the application and the pending interventions.  All of the recipients have since confirmed receipt of that message.

5. The document filed by Applicant on November 1, 2011, indicates her desire to restrict the proposed service to “remain out of Mesa County.”  Because this filing occurred so close in time to the hearing and because the meaning of the filing is subject to different interpretations, the ALJ decided to vacate the hearing date.  In addition, the ALJ will convene a prehearing conference where Applicant can clarify her request and the intervenor parties can then assert whether their respective interests are or are not satisfied by the amendment.

6. The parties and their counsel are advised that the ALJ will convene a telephonic prehearing conference on November 17, 2011, at 10:30 a.m.  All parties shall appear for the conference by calling the Commission at (303) 869-0599 at the appointed time.  Any party wishing to appear in person for the prehearing conference must advise the ALJ by email on or before November 12, 2011. 

7. At the prehearing conference, Applicant shall be prepared to explain the scope of the authority she seeks in light of the November 1, 2011 amendment.  Intervenor parties and their counsel shall be prepared to address the extent to which a change in the scope of the authority sought resolves their respective interests in this action.  All parties shall be prepared to discuss the status of pre-hearing discovery and their respective compliance with proper discovery requests.  All parties shall be prepared to discuss the nature of the evidence they intend to offer at hearing (i.e., names of witnesses to be called, a brief summary of the testimony of such witnesses, and the number and type of exhibits).  Lastly, the parties and counsel shall be prepared to discuss their availability, and that of their witnesses, for a hearing in Glenwood Springs during the month of January, 2012.  The ALJ will issue a re-notice of hearing based on the input received during the prehearing conference.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearing previously scheduled for November 3, 2011, is vacated.

2. The parties and/or their counsel shall appear for a prehearing conference as described above in Paragraphs No. 6 and No. 7.

3. A new date for the evidentiary hearing in this matter will be scheduled in a subsequent order.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
