I. STATEMENT

1. Pursuant to Decision No. R11-1096-I, issued on October 12, 2011, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) convened a hearing on the pending Unopposed Combined Motion for Consolidation (Motion) on October 13, 2011.

2. Attorney Thomas J. Burke entered an appearance as counsel for Respondents Sean Wiese
 and Lisa Haddad.  Assistant Attorney General Emanuel Cocian appeared as counsel for Complainant, Staff of the Commission (Staff).  

3. In the Motion, Respondent Wiese maintains that this Docket and Docket 
No. 11G-711CP involve issues of fact and law that are “practically identical.”

4. Rule 1402 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 provides that the “Commission may, upon its own initiative or upon the motion of a party, consolidate proceedings where the issues are substantially similar and the rights of the parties will not be prejudiced.”

5. At the hearing on the Motion convened on October 13, 2011, counsel established a number of factual connections between the two dockets that render them susceptible to consolidation.  Although the respective Civil Penalty Assessment Notices allege violations on different dates, the core questions regarding ownership and operation of the subject vehicles is common to both dockets.  Based on the representations of counsel, there will also be significant overlap in the witnesses and testimony addressing the allegations.

6. Based on the information adduced at the hearing and the absence of any identified prejudice to the parties, the undersigned ALJ finds good cause to consolidate these matters.

7. At the October 13, 2011 hearing, counsel also discussed the availability of the parties and their witnesses for an evidentiary hearing.  Following the hearing, counsel for Staff confirmed that November 22, 2011, is acceptable to all involved.

8. The ALJ will schedule the hearing on November 22, 2011.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Unopposed Combined Motion for Continuance filed and served by Respondent Sean Wiese on October 11, 2011, is granted.  

2. Docket Nos. 11G-664CP and 11G-711CP are consolidated.  Docket 
No. 11G-664CP is the primary docket.

3. All parties in each docket, by this Order, become parties in the consolidated proceeding.  The parties shall modify their certificates of service accordingly.

4. All docket numbers and captions in the consolidated proceeding shall be listed on all future filings, as on this Order.  The primary docket number stated in Ordering Paragraph 2 above and its caption shall appear first
