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I. statement  

1. On August 1, 2011, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed electric Advice Letter No. 1591.  Attached to that Advice Letter are proposed revisions to the Company’s Service and Facility Charge portion of the Monthly Rate section of the Transmission General Service Schedule (Schedule TG) in the Company's Colorado P.U.C. No.7-Electric tariff.  Specifically, the Company proposes to add the Denver Federal Center - United States Department of State as a transmission customer to Schedule TG, effective September 1, 2011.  The proposed monthly Service and Facility Charge to the Denver Federal Center - United States Department of State is $ 3,400.  

2. On August 22, 2011, Mr. Stanley J. Boduch, Facilities Manager for the United States Department of State, sent an e-mail to the Commission.  In that correspondence, 
Mr. Boduch stated that Public Service did not “provide the customer [i.e., the United States Department of State] with the proposed rate or calculations for the proposed rates prior to submission[.]”  Mr. Boduch’s e-mail states that a new facility is being constructed at the Denver Federal Center and that the proposed monthly Service and Facilities charge of $ 3,400 per month to the United States Department of State “seems to make little sense” when compared to the General Services Administration rate of $ 870 per month for its Transmission General Service.  The e-mail correspondence is a protest letter or an objection to the proposed tariff changes.  
3. In Decision No. C11-0943 at ¶ 5, the Commission observed:  “It appears there is confusion between the Company and the [United States] Department of State regarding the amount of the service and facilities charge in the Company’s Advice Letter No. 1591.”  

4. In that Decision, inter alia, the Commission established an intervention period and referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  That Decision also contained the following advisement:  
IMPORTANT NOTICE:  ANY PERSON DESIRING TO PARTICIPATE ONLY BY MAKING A STATEMENT MAY DO SO BY APPEARING AT THE HEARING.  IF YOU DESIRE TO ASK QUESTIONS OF A WITNESS OR OTHERWISE [TO] PARTICIPATE AS A PARTY IN THIS RATE MATTER, YOU MUST REQUEST PERMISSION FROM THE COMMISSION TO BE AN INTERVENOR (EVEN IF YOU HAVE ALREADY FILED AN OBJECTION).  ANYONE DESIRING TO INTERVENE MUST CAREFULLY FOLLOW THE LAW AND COMMISSION RULES FOR BECOMING AN INTERVENOR.  FOR FURTHER INFORMATION ON HOW TO INTERVENE CALL 
(303) 894‑2070 (PUC EXTERNAL AFFAIRS OFFICE).  
Decision No. C11-0943 at 1 (underlining in original).  
5. The intervention period has expired.  Review of the Commission file in this matter reveals that no person has filed an intervention of right or a motion for leave to intervene.  In addition, review of the Commission file in this matter reveals that no person has filed a motion for leave to intervene of right out of time and that no person has filed a motion for leave to file a motion for leave to intervene out of time.  

6. Public Service is the only party in this proceeding.  

A. Further Suspension of Tariffs.  
7. Pursuant to § 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., the Commission, in its discretion, may set tariff pages for hearing, which suspends the effective date for 120 days from the proposed effective date.  The Commission has suspended the tariff pages that accompanied Advice Letter No. 1591 for 120 days (i.e., through and including December 20, 2011).  Decision No. C11-0943 at Ordering Paragraph No. 1.  

8. Section 40-6-111(1), C.R.S., also provides that the Commission, in its discretion and by separate order, may suspend the effective date of tariff pages for an additional 90 days (that is, for a total of 210 days) from the proposed effective date.  By this Order, the ALJ will suspend the effective date of the tariff pages that accompanied Advice Letter No. 1591 for an additional 90 days (i.e., through and including March 29, 2012).  If no new rates are established by the Commission on or before March 29, 2012, or if the tariff pages filed with Advice Letter No. 1591 are not permanently suspended on or before March 29, 2012, then the tariff pages filed with Advice Letter No. 1591 may become effective.  

B. Prehearing Conference.  

9. Decision No. C11-0943 at Ordering Paragraph No. 2 schedules the evidentiary hearing in this matter for December 12, 2011.  Absent further order, this hearing date is maintained.  

10. Decision No. C11-0943 at Ordering Paragraphs No. 4 through No. 6 establishes a procedural schedule for this matter.  Absent further Order, the procedural schedule is maintained.  

11. It is necessary to determine how to proceed in this matter and to discuss other matters.  To do so, a prehearing conference will be held on November 21, 2011.  

12. Decision No. C11-0943 at Ordering Paragraph No. 4 stated:  

 
Public Service Company of Colorado shall file with the Director of the Commission all exhibits and direct testimonies, and shall effect service in accordance with the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1205, within 30 days of the effective date of [Decision No. C11-0943].  Except upon timely motion and for good cause shown, no other, different or additional exhibits, witnesses, or scope of witnesses’ testimonies will be permitted to be offered by Public Service Company of Colorado in support of its direct case.  

(Emphasis supplied.)  Decision No. C11-0943 was effective on August 31, 2011.  Thus, Public Service was to file its direct testimony and exhibits in support of its proposed tariffs on or before September 30, 2011.  

13. As of the date of this Interim Order, Public Service has filed neither direct testimony nor exhibits in this docket.  As of the date of this Interim Order, Public Service has not filed a motion for leave to file out of time its direct testimony or its exhibits.  This failure raises the issue of whether Public Service is permitted to offer any testimony or exhibits in support of its proposed tariffs.  Decision No. C11-0943 at Ordering Paragraph No. 4 (last sentence).  

14. At the prehearing conference, Public Service must be prepared to discuss:  (a) its failure to file its direct testimony and exhibits as required by Decision No. C11-0943; and (b) how the Commission ought to proceed in this docket in light of that failure.  

15. At the prehearing conference, Public Service must be prepared to discuss whether it will be ready to proceed to hearing (if necessary) on December 12, 2011.  If this date is not acceptable, and assuming that an evidentiary hearing may be necessary, Public Service must be prepared to discuss the date on which it will be prepared to proceed to hearing.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The proposed effective date (i.e., September 1, 2011) of the tariff pages filed by Public Service Company of Colorado with Advice Letter No. 1591 is suspended for an additional 90 days (that is, the effective date is suspended through and including March 29, 2012).  

2. A prehearing conference in this matter is scheduled as follows:
