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I. statement

1. The procedural schedule in this matter was adopted pursuant to Interim Order No. R11-0762-I, issued July 13, 2011.  Interim Order No. R11-1130-I issued October 21, 2011 modified the procedural schedule by extending the date to file rebuttal and cross-answer testimony to October 31, 2011.  In addition, the evidentiary hearing was reset for November 15 through 18, 2011.  

2. On November 4, 2011, Qwest Corporation and CenturyLink, Inc. (Merged Company) filed its Motion to Allow Rebuttal Testimony and Postpone Hearing and Request for Waiver of Response Time.  According to the Merged Company, in a parallel proceeding addressing similar issues in Washington, settlement negotiations are ongoing which if resolution is reached, may affect this proceeding.  

3. Additionally, the Merged Company maintains that under the current schedule, neither it nor the CLEC Complainants have the opportunity to respond to Commission Staff’s (Staff) testimony filed on October 31, 2011.  As a result, the Merged Company requests, on behalf of itself and Complainants, an opportunity to file rebuttal testimony related to Staff’s testimony on or before December 1, 2011, as well as to postpone the evidentiary hearing in this matter until January 24, 2012, as well as extending the date to file a settlement agreement until January 13, 2012.

4. In return for postponing the evidentiary hearing until January 24, 2012, the Merged Company agrees to postpone the release production date for its Maintenance Ticketing Gateway (MTG) system which is currently set for December 12, 2011, until no earlier than February 13, 2012.  The Merged Company states that it will make appropriate disclosures in the Change Management Process forum as soon as practicable upon a Decision extending the hearing date.  

5. Based on the Merged Company’s representation to postpone the MTG release production date, good cause is found to grant the Motion.  The deadline to file rebuttal testimony related to Staff’s testimony will be December 1, 2011.  The evidentiary hearing will be rescheduled to commence on January 24, 2012 and continue through January 27, 2012.  Response time to the motion will be waived.

6. In addition, the Merged Company will be required to make a compliance filing no later than December 1, 2011 which indicates that it has made (or a date certain when it will make) all appropriate disclosures in its Change Management Process regarding its postponement of the release production date for MTG until February 13, 2011 at the earliest.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Allow Rebuttal Testimony and Postpone Hearing and Request for Waiver of Response Time filed by Qwest Corporation and CenturyLink, Inc. (Qwest/CenturyLink) is granted.

2. Both Complainants and Respondents may file rebuttal testimony to Staff’s 
pre-filed testimony by the close of business on December 1, 2011.

3. The date to file a stipulation and/or settlement agreement in this matter is extended to the close of business on January 13, 2012.

4. Qwest/CenturyLink shall make a compliance filing by the close of business on December 1, 2011 which indicates that it has made all appropriate disclosures in its Change Management Process regarding its postponement of the release production date for MTG until February 13, 2011.

5. In the event Qwest/CenturyLink has not made the appropriate disclosures as indicated above in Ordering Paragraph No. 4 by December 1, 2011, it shall nonetheless make a compliance filing by that date indicating a date certain when such disclosures will be made.

6. The evidentiary hearing in this matter is re-scheduled as follows:
