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I. statement

1. On August 19, 2011, Crossroad Holdings, LLC, doing business as, The Boot Grill (Applicant) filed an application to operate as a common carrier to transport passengers in 
call-and-demand limousine service between all points within a certain area within Loveland, Colorado (Application).

2. On October 5, 2011, the Commission, at its regular weekly meeting, deemed the Application complete and referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  The matter was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.

3. Intervenors in this matter include: Estes Valley Transport, Inc., Estes Park Taxi, Inc., and Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Company and/or Roadrunner Express (Dashabout); Home James Transportation Services, Ltd (Home James); and, Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab &/or Boulder Yellow Cab, SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc., Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc., doing business as SuperShuttle of Ft. Collins &/or Yellow Cab of Northern Colorado &/or Yellow Cab NOCO, and Shamrock Charters, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Airport Express &/or SuperShuttle of Northern Colorado &/or SuperShuttle of Ft. Collins &/or SuperShuttle NOCO (collectively, Colorado Cab).

4. On October 20, 2011, the undersigned ALJ issued Interim Order No. R11-1120-I, which among other things, set a pre-hearing conference in this matter for November 3, 2011.   

5. On October 27, 2011, legal counsel for Home James filed a Motion to Vacate and Re-schedule Pre-Hearing Conference; Request to Waive Response time and Request for Expedited Action citing a scheduling conflict on November 3, 2011.

6. By Interim Order No. R11-1166-I, issued October 31, 2011, the request of legal counsel for Home James to vacate the pre-hearing conference scheduled for November 3, 2011 was granted.  Nonetheless, response time to the motion was not waived in order to allow the other parties sufficient time to submit dates for which they would not be available for a new 
pre-hearing conference.  The parties had until November 10, 2011 to respond to the motion by offering alternative dates for a pre-hearing conference.  

7. Counsel for Colorado Cab and Dashabout filed dates on which each would not be available for a pre-hearing conference.  By Recommended Decision No. R11-1227, issued November 15, 2011, Home James’ intervention was dismissed after approving a stipulation to restrictively amend the Application.

8. After considering the unavailable dates of intervenors and the Commission calendar, the ALJ finds it appropriate to set a pre-hearing conference in this matter for Monday December 19, 2011.

9. Further, pursuant to Interim Order No. R11-1120-I, Applicant was required to obtain legal counsel or show cause why it did not require legal representation in this matter no later than the close of business on October 31, 2011.  Applicant failed to comply with that Decision.  In addition to spelling out the steps necessary for Applicant to obtain legal counsel or to make a showing as to why legal counsel was not necessary, Interim Order No. R11-1120-I specified at Paragraph No. 30 that if Applicant failed to either obtain legal counsel or show cause why legal counsel was not necessary, Applicant would be ordered to obtain an attorney, or its Application may be dismissed.  

10. Applicant is hereby ordered to comply with the requirements of Section C of Interim Order No. R11-1120 by December 2, 2011.  If Applicant again fails to comply with a Commission Decision, its Application will be dismissed.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

2. Applicant, Crossroad Holdings, LLC, doing business as, The Boot Grill must comply with the directives of Interim Order No. R11-1120-I by either obtaining legal counsel or show cause why legal representation is not necessary by the close of business on December 2, 2011.

3. Should Applicant fail to comply with this Decision, or Decision No. R11-1120-I, its Application will be dismissed.
