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I. statement  

1. On August 1, 2011, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed electric Advice Letter No. 1591.  Attached to that Advice Letter are proposed revisions to the Company’s Service and Facility Charge portion of the Monthly Rate section of the Transmission General Service Schedule (Schedule TG) in the Company's Colorado P.U.C. No.7-Electric tariff.  Specifically, the Company proposes to add the Denver Federal Center - United States Department of State as a transmission customer to Schedule TG, effective September 1, 2011.  The proposed monthly Service and Facility Charge to the Denver Federal Center - United States Department of State is $ 3,400.  

2. On August 22, 2011, the Commission received correspondence from Stanley J. Boduch, Facilities Manager for the United States Department of State, that the Commission treated as a protest letter or an objection to the proposed tariff changes.  

3. In Decision No. C11-0943, inter alia, the Commission established an intervention period and referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  The intervention period has expired, and no person intervened or filed a motion for leave to intervene.  Public Service is the only party in this proceeding.  

4. By Decision No. R11-1194-I, the ALJ scheduled a prehearing conference in this matter.  At the scheduled date, time, and place, the ALJ called the prehearing conference to order.  Public Service was present, was represented, and participated.  

5. At the prehearing conference, Public Service generally described its contacts with Mr. Boduch subsequent to the protest letter.  Apparently, they have been unable to resolve Mr. Boduch’s concerns.  Public Service also stated that the United States Department of State’s building is interconnected with, and is receiving electric service from, the Public Service system.  

6. In addition, Public Service stated that, due to the press of other business, it inadvertently missed the filing date established in Decision No. C11-0943 and apologized for the oversight.  The ALJ finds this explanation to state good cause in this case.  

7. Public Service further stated that it wishes to maintain the scheduled December 12, 2011 hearing date and offered to file, on or before December 2, 2011, written testimony in support of the proposed tariff changes.  The ALJ finds the proposed filing date to be satisfactory and will order that filing.  In addition, the ALJ will retain the December 12, 2011 hearing date.  The ALJ notes that the hearing may be vacated if, upon review of the filed and verified testimony, she determines that no hearing is required.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. On or before December 2, 2011, Public Service Company of Colorado shall file testimony and exhibits in support of the proposed tariff pages filed with Advice Letter No. 1591.  

2. This Order is effective immediately.
