I. statement

1. On November 22, 2011, Applicant Atmos Energy Corporation filed Notice of Proposed Procedural Schedule (Notice) as required by Decision No. R11-1207-I issued on November 8, 2011.  As stated in the Notice, the proposed schedule is acceptable to both Applicant and Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff).  Applicant and Staff are the only parties to this Docket.
2. The Parties propose the following schedule:

Staff Answer Testimony and Exhibits to be filed and served on or before December 16, 2011;

Applicant’s Rebuttal Testimony and Exhibits to be filed and served on or before January 4, 2012;

Dispositive Pre-Hearing Motions to be filed and served on or before January 12, 2012; 

1-Day Evidentiary Hearing to be convened on January 19, 2012; and

Post-Hearing Written Statements of Position to be filed and served on or before February 2, 2012.

3. The undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) has confirmed that a hearing room is available on January 19, 2012.  The evidentiary hearing will be set on that date.
4. The parties have also agreed to alter the response time for discovery set forth in the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405.  Responses to discovery propounded regarding Direct and Answer Testimony shall be served within five days of receipt.  Responses to discovery propounded regarding Rebuttal Testimony shall be served within three days of receipt.  Discovery practice shall be governed by the Commission’s Rules except as noted above.
5. The proposed procedural schedule and stipulated modifications to discovery practice are acceptable and will be approved.
6. In light of the foregoing, the ALJ has determined that there is no need for a prehearing conference at this time.  Although the parties communicated their availability for such a conference on December 1, 2011, it will not be scheduled or convened.
