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I. STATEMENT

1. On November 22, 2011, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed Advice Letter No. 1597-Electric.

2. By Decision No. C11-1330, issued December 9, 2011, the Commission suspended the effective date of tariffs, referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge, required filing of supplemental direct testimony, and set forth procedural guidelines.  

3. Rule 1401 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, establishes that requests for permissive intervention are to be made by motion.

4. Rule 1400, 4 CCR 723-1, provides that responding parties shall have 14 days after service of the motion requesting permissive intervention, or such lesser or greater time as the Commission may allow, in which to file a response.
5. Establishing procedural guidelines for this proceeding, the Commission stated:

We direct the ALJ to establish procedures that shorten the response time to such petitions so as to expedite a ruling on petitions to intervene. The purpose of this requirement is to encourage interested persons to seek intervention sooner rather than later so that they can commence discovery, etc. in advance of a prehearing conference. Further, this should allow parties to prepare their answer testimonies in accordance with the procedural deadlines that we anticipate will be adopted in this matter.

Decision No. C11-1330 at ¶9.

6. As directed, response time to all motions requesting permissive intervention will be shortened as ordered below. 

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

7. Response time to any motion requesting permissive intervention in this proceeding is shortened to the later of three business days following the effective date of this Interim Order or three business days after service of such motion.

8. Any party desiring to file a response to any motion requesting permissive intervention shall do so within such shortened period. 

9. This Order is effective immediately.
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
