I. STATEMENT

1. On November 22, 2011, Public Service Company of Colorado filed Advice Letter No. 1597-Electric.

2. By Decision No. C11-1330, issued December 9, 2011, the Commission suspended the effective date of tariffs, referred this matter to an administrative law judge (ALJ), required filing of supplemental direct testimony, and set forth procedural guidelines.  

3. On December 7, 2011, The Kroger Co.'s (Kroger) Motion for Admission Pro Hac Vice of Kurt J. Boehm and Jody M. Kyler was filed.  On the same date, said counsel filed Kroger's Petition to Intervene and Motion to Allow Representation of Out of State Counsel and Affidavits of Domicile.  

4. Rule 1400, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, Rules of Practice and Procedure, provides that responding parties shall have 14 days after service of the motion requesting permissive intervention, or such lesser or greater time as the Commission may allow, in which to file a response.
5. By Decision No. R11-1341-I, response time to Kroger's Petition to Intervene and Motion to Allow Representation of Out of State Counsel and Affidavits of Domicile was shortened to December 16, 2011.  The undersigned ALJ will sua sponte shorten response time to the request for pro hac vice admission so that consideration may be undertaken when the request for intervention is ripe for decision.

6. Response time to The Kroger Co.'s Motion for Admission Pro Hac Vice of Kurt J. Boehm and Jody M. Kyler filed December 7, 2011, is shortened to December 16, 2011.
