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I. statement

1. On August 8, 2011, Virgin Mobile USA, L.P. (Virgin Mobile or Applicant), filed its Application for Limited Designation as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier and for Waiver of Certain Commission Rules.  

2. By Interim Order No. R11-1112-I, issued October 17, 2011, a procedural schedule in this matter was adopted as follows:

3. On December 13, 2011, Virgin Mobile filed an Unopposed Motion to Amend Procedural Schedule and for Waiver of Response Time (Motion).  According to the Motion, the parties to this matter are negotiating a stipulation and settlement agreement in this matter and a resolution of all issues in this case is expected in the near future.  As a result, the parties wish to amend the procedural schedule by extending the deadline to file Intervenors’ answer testimony to January 6, 2012, and extend the deadline to file rebuttal/cross-answer testimony to January 13, 2012.  Virgin Mobile claims that the parties will reach a settlement prior to January 6, 2012.
