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I. STATEMENT
1. On November 22, 2011, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed Advice Letter No. 1597-Electric.

2. By Decision No. C11-1330, issued December 9, 2011, the Commission suspended the effective date of tariffs, referred this matter to an administrative law judge, required filing of supplemental direct testimony, and set the matter for procedural guidelines.  

3. On December 7, 2011, the Motion to Intervene of Colorado Energy Consumers (CEC) and Request for Hearing was filed.  All of the members of CEC operate facilities within Public Service’s service territory and purchase electricity and related energy services from Public Service.  Public Service’s request, if granted, will have a direct and substantial impact on the rates and charges imposed by the Company.  Accordingly, CEC contends this docket will "substantially affect the pecuniary or tangible interests"
 of its members, which interests are not and cannot be adequately represented by any other party.

4. On December 7, 2011, Kroger's Petition to Intervene and Motion to Allow Representation of Out of State Counsel and Affidavits of Domicile filed by The Kroger Co. (Kroger) was filed.  Kroger has approximately 90 grocery stores and other facilities that purchase more than 285 million kWh of electricity from Public Service.
5. On December 12, 2011, the Petition to Intervene of Climax Molybdenum Company (Climax) and CF&I Steel L.P. (ERMS) was filed.  Climax operates the Climax and Henderson molybdenum mines and related facilities near Leadville and Empire, Colorado, respectively. Climax receives electric service from Public Service at its respective facilities and is Public Service's second largest retail electric customer.  ERMS, Public Service’s largest retail electric customer, operates its steel manufacturing and fabrication plant and related facilities in Pueblo, Colorado.  Both contend that this docket will likely substantially affect their respective tangible and pecuniary interests as contemplated by Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1401(c). 

6. On December 13, 2011, the Petition to Intervene of Noble Energy, Inc. and EnCana Oil and Gas (USA), Inc. was filed.  As natural gas developers, producers, and suppliers, Noble and EnCana are interested in and will by necessity be affected by, the outcome of this proceeding, including specifically by the rate impacts resulting from proper implementation of the Commission’s Decisions from Docket No. 10M-245E and the follow-on dockets thereto.  They contend that decisions in this docket will have direct pecuniary impacts upon the interests of the natural gas industry generally, and these intervenors specifically.

7. By Decision No. R11-1341-I, issued December 13, 2011, response time to motions requesting permissive intervention was shortened to the later date of December 16, 2011 or three business days following service of such motions.

8. No response was filed to any of the motions referenced above.  Based thereupon, it is found that a sufficient showing has been demonstrated that this proceeding may substantially affect the pecuniary or tangible interests of those requesting intervention that would not otherwise be adequately represented.  The requests for permissive intervention will be granted.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion to Intervene of Colorado Energy Consumers (CEC) filed December 7, 2011, is granted. 

2. Kroger's Petition to Intervene and Motion to Allow Representation of Out of State Counsel and Affidavits of Domicile filed by The Kroger Co. (Kroger) on December 7, 2011, is granted.

3. The Petition to Intervene of Climax Molybdenum Company (Climax) and CF&I Steel, LP, doing business as Evraz Rocky Mountain Steel (ERMS) filed December 12, 2011, is granted.

4. The Petition to Intervene of Noble Energy Inc. (Noble) and EnCana Oil and Gas (USA), Inc. (Encana) filed December 13, 2011, is granted.

5. CEC, Kroger, Climax, ERMS, Noble, and Encana are granted intervenor status in this matter.   

6. This Order is effective immediately.
