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I. STATEMENT

1. On December 13, 2011, the Motion to Set Aside Interim Order Dated November 25, 2011 and Request for Shortened Response Time was filed by Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR).  Response time to the remaining pending relief will expire on December 27, 2011.

2. On December 19, 2011, Applicant City of Commerce City's (Commerce City) Motion to Strike Section V of Intervenor's Motion to Set Aside Interim Order Dated November 25, 2011 and Request for Shortened Response Time was filed.  In the prayer for relief, Commerce City requests that response time to the motion be shortened without stating any specific requested relief beyond the burden of responding to the pending UPRR motion filed December 13, 2011.  

3. On the one hand, it is not clear why Commerce City waited through approximately half of the response period before requesting relief.  On the other hand, administrative efficiency will be furthered by determination of the merits.  In any event, even shortening response time to three days would not permit timely consideration prior to Commerce City’s response being due.

4. Based upon the foregoing considerations, reasonably shortened response time does not effectively afford the relief sought.  Commerce City’s motion to shorten response time will be denied.

5. In order to preserve the opportunity to grant the requested relief, without further delay in the proceedings, response times to the pending relief in UPRR’s motion referenced above will be modified sua sponte as ordered below.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The request of the City of Commerce City to shorten response time to Applicant City of Commerce City's Motion to Strike Section V of Intervenor's Motion to Set Aside Interim Order Dated November 25, 2011 filed on December 19, 2011, is denied.

2. Response time to Section V of the Motion to Set Aside Interim Order Dated November 25, 2011 filed by Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) on December 13, 2011, is extended to ten days following the due date for UPRR’s response to Applicant City of Commerce City's Motion to Strike Section V of Intervenor's Motion to Set Aside Interim Order Dated November 25, 2011.

3. Response time as to the remainder of the Motion to Set Aside Interim Order Dated November 25, 2011, other than Section V, shall not be further modified and will be due in accordance with Commission rules.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
