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I. STATEMENT
1. On November 22, 2011, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed Advice Letter No. 1597-Electric.

2. By Decision No. C11-1330, issued December 9, 2011, the Commission suspended the effective date of the tariffs, referred this matter to an administrative law judge (ALJ), required filing of supplemental direct testimony, and set forth procedural guidelines.  

3. On December 14, 2011, the Motion to Intervene of Energy Outreach Colorado (EOC) was filed.  EOC contends it should be granted an intervention and describes how the subject matter of this proceeding will directly affect the pecuniary or other tangible interests of EOC, and those it represents. 

4. By Decision No. R11-1341-I, issued December 13, 2011, response time to motions requesting permissive intervention was shortened to the later date of December 16, 2011 or three business days following service of such motions.

5. This proceeding is of an expedited nature.  The Commission expressed a desire for quick action on interventions.  Based upon these considerations, the undersigned administrative law judge will sua sponte waive portions of Rules 1211(b) and (c) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, to the extent necessary to permit consideration of the filing submitted in the Commission’s E-filing system.  Counsel is notified that the filing process must be followed in the future, or electronic filings will not be permitted on behalf of EOC in this proceeding.

6. The attachment to the electronic filing will be considered despite conflicts with information input into the E-filings system.  According to the E-filing system, the request for intervention was filed by “Jeffrey Pearson, Jeffrey G. Pearson, LLC.” Review of the attachment indicates a clear intent that it be filed as counsel on behalf of Skip Arnold as Executive Director of Energy Outreach Colorado.  

7. The filing is signed by counsel through the electronic filing process and will be accepted and considered as if properly filed on behalf of EOC.  The Commission will accordingly manually modify the certificate of service to add Skip Arnold, Executive Director of Energy Outreach Colorado, mitigating potential prejudice to any party.
8. No response was filed to any of the motions referenced above.  Based thereupon, it is found that a sufficient showing has been demonstrated that this proceeding may substantially affect the pecuniary or tangible interests of EOC that would not otherwise be adequately represented.  The request for permissive intervention will be granted.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Rules 1211(b) and(c) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, will be waived sua sponte to the extent necessary to permit consideration of the filing submitted in the Commission’s E-filing system in this proceeding by Jeffrey Pearson, Jeffrey G. Pearson, LLC, on December 14, 2011.  The filing will be construed to have been made as counsel on behalf of Skip Arnold, Executive Director of Energy Outreach Colorado (EOC).
2. The Motion to Intervene of Energy Outreach Colorado filed December 14, 2011, is granted. 

3. The Certificate of Service in this matter shall be modified to include service of EOC through the E-Filing system or by mail to:

4. EOC is granted intervenor status in this matter.
