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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of documents filed by Care Cars, LLC (Care Cars) on December 28, 2011.  Being fully advised in this matter and consistent with the discussion below, we construe this letter as a Motion to Amend Decision No. R11-1225 (Motion) and grant the Motion.

B. Findings

2. Care Cars may, pursuant to Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 53096, provide the

Transportation of 
(1)
Passengers, in call-and-demand limousine service, 
between all points within a five-mile radius of I-70 and Horizon Drive in Grand Junction, Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and on the other hand, points within a five-mile radius of the intersection of U.S Highway 50 and Colorado Highway 92 in Delta, Colorado, a 
five-mile radius of the intersection of U.S. Highway 50 and Colorado Highway 90 in Montrose, Colorado, and a five-mile radius of the United States Post Office in Fruita, Colorado.  
(2)
Passengers, in call-and-demand limousine service, 

between all points in the Counties of Delta and Montrose, State of Colorado and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand.   
RESTRICTIONS:

(A)
Item (1) is restricted to the transportation of passengers for the purposes of medical care, treatement, or therapy, where carrier’s driver accompanies and aides the passengers to and from locations inside, medical facilities and their residences. 

(B)
Item (2) is restricted to providing service to passengers for the purposes of health care, treatment, or therapy. 

(C)
Item (2) is restricted to transportation to or from hospitals, dialysis centers, doctor’s offices, clinics, therapy centers, dental offices, and medical equipment/supply providers. 

(D)
Item (2) is restricted against point-to-point service in Delta County, Colorado, except for trips relating to dialysis. 
3. Pursuant to § 40-10.1-107, C.R.S., and the rules and regulations of the Commission, every motor vehicle carrier of passengers (common carrier) must keep currently effective proof of financial responsibility on file with the Commission, in the form of proof of liability insurance, proof of surety bond, or proof of self-insurance.

4. Care Cars changed their insurance coverage, effective November 13, 2011, through their insurance agent.  Care Cars’ outgoing insurance company filed a cancellation form effective November 13, 2011, but the new insurance company, Prime Insurance Company, did not file a Form E, or Proof of Insurance with the Commission. 

5. Following a hearing held on November 14, 2011, an Administrative Law Judge issued Decision No. R11-1225, which found that Care Cars’ CPCN PUC No. 53096 should be revoked for failure to maintain proof of financial responsibility.  Recommended Decision No. R11-1225 was mailed on November 16, 2011, and became a decision of the Commission on December 7, 2011.
6. In the letter filed on December 28, 2011, Agnes T. Weir, owner of Care Cars, states:
I hereby request that decision R11-1255 be amended such that Certificate NO 53096 be reinstated and not revoked since there was no lapse in coverage. 

…

As far as I was aware, all filings were made in a timely manner. … I am enclosing the letter and insurance cards as well as the Declaration Page of my current insurance verifying that there was no lapse in coverage.   

C. Conclusions

7. Under § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., “[t]he commission, at any time upon notice to the public utility affected … may rescind, alter, or amend any decision made by it.  Any decision rescinding, altering, or amending a prior decision, when served upon the public utility affected, shall have the same effect as original decisions.”

8. The Commission will construe the letter filed by Care Cars on December 28, 2011 as a Motion to Amend Decision No. R11-1255 under § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S.  Because there has been no lapse of insurance coverage at any time, the Commission finds that good cause exists to grant the Motion and reinstate CPCN PUC No. 53096.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The letter filed by Agnes T. Weir on behalf of Care Cars, LLC (Care Cars), on December 28, 2011, is construed as a Motion to Amend Decision No. R11-1255.

2. The Motion to Amend Decision No. R11-1255 filed by Care Cars is granted and Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 53096 is reinstated contingent upon Care Cars having the appropriate proof of insurance filed with the Commission within 14 days of the effective date of this Order.
