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I. By the Commission

1. On September 6, 2011, El Paso County Telephone Company (El Paso) filed a Petition for Arbitration (Petition) of an interconnection agreement with NE Colorado Cellular, Inc., doing business as Viaero Wireless (Viaero). 

2. On September 8, 2011, the Commission issued notice of the Petition filed.

3. El Paso and Viaero are the only parties in this proceeding.    
4. By Decision No. C11-0990, issued September 14, 2011, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge for disposition, after which an initial Commission decision will issue as provided by § 40-6-109(6), C.R.S.

5. By Decision No. C11-1135, issued October 24, 2011, the Commission denied the request of Viaero to modify Decision No. C11-0990 as well as cross motions for dismissal.

6. By Decision No. R11-1170-I, issued November 1, 2011, the time frame within which the Commission must issue a decision in this arbitration was extended by agreement of the parties.  The parties were further ordered to file quarterly reports informing the Commission as to progress of negotiations.  

7. On February 1, 2012, the parties filed an interconnection agreement (ICA) for approval that resolves all otherwise unresolved issues in this proceeding.  

8. The agreement covers traffic originated by one party and terminated to the other party without the direct interconnection of the parties’ networks.  The agreement covers both Local and InterMTA Traffic, as defined in the ICA, and is to become effective upon Commission approval.  

9. Unless the agreement is amended to include direct interconnection provision, the termination of traffic under the agreement will be accomplished via indirect interconnection, whereby one party sends traffic to the other party through the network of a third-party carrier.

10. The parties have outlined Compensation in Section 5.0 of the ICA.

11. The parties mutually agree to the terms and conditions set forth in the agreement and associated Appendix 1. 

12. The agreement complies with Rules 2530 through 2549 of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2.

13. The Commission finds good cause to approve the interconnection agreement filed on February 1, 2012.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The interconnection agreement filed on February 1, 2012, between El Paso County Telephone Company and NE Colorado Cellular, Inc., doing business as Viaero Wireless shall be effective, according to its terms, on the effective date of this Order.

2. The matters leading to the filing of the above-captioned proceeding are resolved or mooted by the interconnection agreement.

3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114, C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.
4. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
