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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On January 9, 2012, Simone’s Services, LLC (Petitioner) filed a petition requesting a waiver of Rule 6305(b) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6.  For the reasons stated herein, the petition is incomplete and is dismissed without prejudice. 
2. The petition fails to list the vehicle identification number (VIN) of the 2001 Lincoln Town Car for which a waiver is requested.  Commission Staff has made several requests to Petitioner, by mail, electronic mail, and telephone, that it provide this necessary information.  Petitioner has failed to properly supplement the petition with the VIN.

3. Section 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., requires that the Commission give notice of all petitions to interested persons, firms, and corporations.  Rule 1206(b)(IV) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, states that the notice of a petition shall state a brief description of the purpose and scope of the petition.  Rule 1206(c)(I), 4 CCR 723-1 further states that the Commission is not required to provide notice of a petition that does not reasonably specify the information required by subparagraph (b)(IV) of this rule.  

4. Rule 1003(c)(VI), 4 CCR 723‑1, requires that all waiver requests include any other information required by rule.  The VIN of the vehicle for which a waiver is requested is necessary for the Commission to properly state the brief description of the purpose and scope of the petition in the notice of petition required pursuant to Rule 1206(b)(IV), 4 CCR 723‑1. 

5. Because the Petitioner has not provided the VIN of the vehicle for which a waiver is requested, the Commission cannot properly state the brief description of the purpose and scope of the petition as required by Rule 1206(b)(IV), 4 CCR 723‑1; therefore, the waiver request does not include information required by rule and is incomplete pursuant to Rule 1003(c)(VI), 4 CCR 723‑1.  .

6. Due to the foregoing, we conclude that the petition is incomplete and dismiss the petition without prejudice.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The petition of Simone’s Services, LLC for a waiver of Rule 6305(b) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6, is dismissed without prejudice.
2. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
