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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On January 12, 2012, Denis Neba, doing business as Tender Loving Home Care, filed an application for permanent authority to conduct operations as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire.  On January 18, 2012, Mr. Neba amended the application to change his trade name to Loving Care Transportation.  In support of this name change, Mr. Neba submitted a summary statement of trade name registration from the Colorado Secretary of State and a new customer support letter.  In general, Mr. Neba requests authority to provide non-medical transportation services for the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson.   

2. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on January 30, 2012.

3. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding has been filed.  This proceeding is uncontested.  Under § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be determined without a hearing.

4. The information submitted with this application warrants the granting of the requested contract carrier permit.  Mr. Neba submitted an Affidavit of Eligibility; and, the application includes the requisite customer support letter from the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing and a sufficient statement of fact and fitness.

5. A present and special need for the requested transportation service exists.  
A grant of the requested authority will not impair the efficient public service of any authorized common carrier adequately serving the same territory over the same general route or routes.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. This application was deemed complete on March 7, 2012, within the meaning of § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

2. Denis Neba, doing business as Loving Care Transportation, is granted authority to operate as a Class B contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire with authority as set forth in the Appendix attached to this Order.  This Order is a PERMIT.

3. Denis Neba, doing business as Loving Care Transportation, shall operate in accordance with all applicable Commission rules and regulations.

4. Denis Neba, doing business as Loving Care Transportation, shall not commence operation until it has:  

(a) 
caused proof of insurance (Form E or self-insurance) or surety bond (Form G) coverage to be filed with the Commission in accordance with applicable rules; 

(b)
paid to the Commission, the motor vehicle fee ($5) for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission, or in lieu thereof, paid the fee for such vehicle(s) pursuant to the Unified Carrier Registration Agreement; 

(c)
filed an advice letter and tariff on not less than ten days’ 
notice to the Commission.  The advice letter and tariff shall initiate 
a new Advice Letter proceeding and shall comply with all applicable 
rules (see http://www.dora.state.co.us/puc/trans/TransFilingTariff.htm). In calculating the proposed effective date, the date received at the Commission is not included in the notice period and the entire notice period must expire prior to the effective date; 

(d)
paid the applicable issuance fee ($5); and, 

(e)
received notice in writing from the Commission that it is in compliance with the above requirements and may begin service.

5. If Denis Neba, doing business as Loving Care Transportation, does not comply with the requirements of this Order within 60 days of its effective date, then the authority to conduct operations shall be void.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed within the 60 days. 

6. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

7. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
