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I. BY THE COMMISSION
A. Statement
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of letters filed on March 5 and 7, 2012 by Colorado Cruisers Inc., doing business as Colorado Crewz-In 
(Crewz-In), requesting that the Commission reopen Docket No. 11A-777CP and modify Decision No. C11-1195.

2. Crewz-In, on September 22, 2011, filed an Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Operate as a Common Carrier by Motor Vehicle for Hire. In this application, Crewz-In requested to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire as follows:

Transportation of 

passengers and their baggage in call-and-demand limousine service 

between all points within the City and County of Denver, State of Colorado. 

RESTRICTION: 

Against traveling on streets with a speed limit above 30 miles per hour. 
3. The Commission noticed this application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on September 26, 2011.
4. No parties intervened against the application. 
5. The Commission granted the application filed by Crewz-In in Docket 
No. 11A-777CP on November 8, 2011, by Decision No. C11-1195 (Decision).
6. The authority issued to Crewz-In will omit the words “and their baggage.” Federal law preempts states from regulating rates, routes, or service with respect to the transportation of property, with certain exceptions regarding household goods transportation and the nonconsensual towing of motor vehicles. 49 U.S.C. § 14501(c). Thus, the “and their baggage” language is not subject to Commission jurisdiction. See, Docket No. 10M-028CP, Decision Nos. C10-0055 issued January 25, 2010 and R10-0278 issued April 1, 2010.
7. Ordering Paragraph No. 4 of the Decision states that Crewz-In shall not begin operations until it has met certain conditions.  One of these conditions required Crewz-In to file with the Commission either proof of insurance coverage (Form E or self-insurance) or proof of surety bond coverage (Form G), as required by and in accordance with Rule Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6-6007.  

8. Ordering Paragraph No. 5 of the Decision states that if Crewz-In does not comply with the requirements of Ordering Paragraph No. 4 within 60 days of the effective date of this Decision, then the authority granted by the Decision shall be void.  If requested within the 
60-day period and on good cause shown, the Commission may grant Crewz-In additional time for compliance.

9. The Decision became effective on November 8, 2011. Therefore, the 60-day period for compliance was due to expire on January 7, 2012. 
10. Crewz-In sought, and the Commission granted, an extension of time through March 1, 2012 to file compliance items. This was granted by Decision No. C12-0047 on January 13, 2012. Crewz-In did not, however, meet the March 1, 2012 deadline. Their proof of financial responsibility, vehicle identification stamps, and issuance fee were not submitted. 
11. In the letters filed on March 5 and 7, 2012, Justin Grimmett and Keith Covill, corporate officers of Crewz-In, requested that the Commission reopen Docket No. 11A-777CP.  In support of this request, Mr. Grimmett and Mr. Covill stated that Crewz-In did secure the necessary liability insurance, but the insurer neglected to file Form E, electronic proof of insurance with the Commission.  Crewz-In requests through March 23, 2012 to complete the compliance filings. 
12. Crewz-In did not file its request for additional time for compliance within the compliance period that expired on March 1, 2012.  We therefore construe the letters filed on March 5 and 7, 2012 as a Motion to Reopen the Docket and Amend the Decision pursuant to § 40-6-112, C.R.S.

13. Section 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., provides that “[t]he commission, at any time upon notice to the public utility affected…may rescind, alter, or amend any decision made by it.  Any decision rescinding, altering, or amending a prior decision, when served upon the public utility affected, shall have the same effect as original decisions.”

14. The Commission finds that Crewz-In has shown good cause to amend the Decision, reopen the docket, and extend the compliance period through March 23, 2012.  We therefore grant its motion to do so.  

15. Ordering Paragraph No. 5 of Decision No. C11-1195 is amended to read:

If Colorado Cruisers Inc., doing business as Colorado Crewz-In does not comply with the requirements of this Order on or before March 23, 2012, then the authority to conduct operations shall be void.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request for additional time is filed on or before March 23, 2012.
II. ORDER  
A. The Commission Orders That:  

1. The letters requesting the Commission reopen Docket No. 11A-777CP filed by Colorado Cruisers Inc., doing business as Colorado Crewz-In on March 5 and 7, 2012, are construed as a Motion to Reopen Docket and Amend Decision No. C11-1195 pursuant to 
§ 40-6-112, C.R.S.

2. Ordering Paragraph No. 5 of Decision No. C11-1195 is amended to read as shown in Paragraph No. 15 of this Order.

3. Colorado Cruisers Inc., doing business as Colorado Crewz-In is granted through March 23, 2012 to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C11-1195.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
