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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for an application filed by TDS Long Distance Corporation (TDS LD) on February 10, 2012.  TDS LD applied for the deregulation of its intraLATA interexchange telecommunications service (intraLATA toll) in accordance with § 40-15-306, C.R.S., and Rule 2210 of the Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2.

2. Notice of the application was mailed on February 13, 2012 to interested individuals, firms, and corporations.  Interventions were due on or before March 14, 2012.  None were filed.  The application is therefore unopposed and may be considered without a formal hearing. § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.
3. TDS LD recently received Commission authority to provide intraLATA toll in Commission Decision No. C12-0031, Docket No. 11A-963T issued January 12, 2012.  The company has not yet filed any tariff for the service.
4. We find that the application contains all of the information required by applicable Commission Rules and is therefore complete.  

5. We find that granting the application is not contrary to the public interest and is consistent with the legislative policy statements contained in § 40-15-306, C.R.S.  We therefore grant the application.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by TDS Long Distance Corporation (TDS LD) on February 10, 2012 is deemed complete.

2. The application filed by TDS LD for deregulation of its intraLATA interexchange telecommunications service is granted.

3. Since TDS LD has no effective tariffs on file for intraLATA toll, no action is required to cancel any related tariffs. 
4. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114, C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
