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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement
1. On March 15, 2012, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed Advice Letter No. 1605-Electric to add language to be included for Data Privacy in the Rules sections of its Colorado P.U.C. No. 7-Electric Tariff.   Public Service seeks to add language to be included for Data Privacy in the Rules section of its Colorado PUC No. 7-Electric Tariff.  
On the same date, Public Service also filed an application for approval of an alternative form of notice that will apply to Advice Letter No. 1605-Electric.  

2. Public Service is requesting Commission authorization to provide notice of the proposed tariff changes through publication in the Legal Classified section of The Denver Post, a newspaper of general circulation, a notice of three columns wide and at least five inches high.  It is also seeking a waiver of response to that request.  Public Service argues this notice procedure is more expeditious than the procedures prescribed by statute and necessary in order to include the additional language in the tariff in the short time allotted.

3. Specifically, Public Service seeks authorization to use the following alternative form of notice:

filing with the Commission and keeping open the Advice Letter No. 1605;

within three days of the filing with the Commission, publishing newspaper notice of the filing in The Denver Post, a newspaper of general circulation; and

serving electronically a copy of the Application and the Advice Letter to the participants in the Commission’s Data Privacy Rulemaking Docket No. 10R-799E.

4. The application for approval of an alternative form of notice that will apply to Advice Letter No. 1605-Electric contains all of the information required by Commission rules and is therefore deemed complete.
5. The Commission finds good cause to grant the application for approval of an alternative form of notice that will apply to Advice Letter No. 1605-Electric and waive response time thereto.  We find that the alternative form of notice proposed by Public Service is reasonable with respect to the stakeholders and the general public. 

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for approval of an alternative form of notice that will apply to Advice Letter No. 1605-Electric filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on March 15, 2012, is deemed complete.
2. Response time to the application is waived.

3. The application for approval of an alternative form of notice that will apply to Advice Letter No. 1605-Electric is granted.

4. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.
5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
