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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion to extend filing of advice letters in compliance with the data privacy rules (Motion), filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on March 1, 2012.  

2. Public Service requests an extension until March 15, 2012 to file advice letters in compliance with the data privacy rules promulgated in this rulemaking docket.  
Pursuant to Decision No. C11-1144, issued October 26, 2011, the Commission ordered the utilities to file advice letters on or before March 1, 2012.  Public Service argues that the data privacy rules will affect many aspects of its operations, and therefore requires more time to manage the complexities involved in developing the tariffs.  

3. No party filed a response opposing the Motion.  We find the requested extension is reasonable and find good cause to grant the Motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion to extend filing of advice letters in compliance with the data privacy rules, filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on March 1, 2012 is granted.  

2. Public Service shall file advice letters in compliance with the data privacy rules promulgated in this docket on or before March 15, 2012.
