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I. STATEMENT  

1. On April 5, 2012, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Company) filed a Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado to Respond to New Issues Raised in the Cross-Answer Filed by Leslie Glustrom and for Shortened Response Time (Motion).  

2. In its Motion, Public Service seeks the opportunity to respond to the cross-answer testimony of Ms. Leslie Glustrom filed on April 3, 2012.  Public Service asserts that two issues raised by Ms. Glustrom do not address the answer testimony of any party and as such are improper for cross-answer testimony.  Public Service alleges that Ms. Glustrom’s cross-answer testimony oversimplifies and fails to explain the underlying context of the information she relies on from the Xcel Energy 10-K and the Company’s customer impact calculations in Ms. Burkett’s Exhibit No. PNB-5.

3. Public Service requests that it make a filing on April 18, 2012 addressing Ms. Glustrom’s cross-answer testimony.  Public Service seeks a waiver of response time to its Motion to five calendar days.

4. On April 6, 2012, Ms. Glustrom filed Response of Leslie Glustrom to Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado to Respond to New Issues Raised in the Cross-Answer Filed by Leslie Glustrom and for Shortened Response Time.  Ms. Glustrom believes the issues discussed in her Cross-Answer Testimony were properly raised, but she has no objection to Public Service filing a response.

5. We find that good cause has been shown and we grant the Motion of Public Service and waive response time.

II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. Response time to the Motion of Public Service Company of Colorado to Respond to New Issues Raised in the Cross-Answer Filed by Leslie Glustrom and for Shortened Response Time is waived and the motion is granted.
