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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On April 12, 2012, as amended on April 23, 2012, Boulder County, City and County of Denver, and City of Boulder (Petitioners) filed a Petition for Declaratory Order (Petition). 
2. The Petition, as amended, seeks a declaration from the Commission regarding whether the new customer data disclosure rules adopted in Docket No. 10R‑799E preclude the release of data for utility customers who signed utility disclosure forms before the effective date of the rule, February 14, 2012. 

3. By Decision No. C12-0411, issued on April 20, 2012, the Commission accepted the Petition for consideration and set an intervention deadline of April 23, 2012 in order to expedite the clarification of the new customer data disclosure rules.  The Commission also determined that, for the interim period between April 23, 2012 and a decision of the Commission regarding the Petition, data disclosure shall be provided consistent with previously signed consent forms currently in existence that comply with Commission rules prior to the updates adopted in Docket No. 10R-799E . 

4. On April 23, 2012 the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) filed a Notice of Intervention of Right and Entry of Appearance.  The OCC states that it supports the Petition, as amended.  The OCC nevertheless also seeks to intervene by right to protect the interests of its constituency should the matter be contested by any other party. 

5. Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) also filed a Petition to Intervene on April 23, 2012.  Public Service states that it has a substantial interest in this proceeding and may be affected by its outcome.  Public Service further requests that the matter be set for hearing, or in the alternative, that there be a schedule set for comments and responsive comments. 
6. We find good cause to grant Public Service’s Petition to Intervene and further acknowledge the intervention by right of the OCC. The parties in this matter therefore include the Petitioners, Public Service, and the OCC.

7. We direct the parties to submit comments regarding their positions with respect to the Petition on or before May 4, 2012.  Based upon those comments, we intend either to resolve the matter at a future open meeting or to establish additional process as warranted.
8. Further, we clarify that, while data disclosure shall be provided consistent with previously signed consent forms currently in existence that comply with Commission rules prior to the updates adopted in Docket No. 10R‑799E pursuant to Decision No. C12‑0411, the new consent to disclose customer data forms shall be used for any new consent authorization obtained on or after February 14, 2012, pursuant to current Commission rules, including without limitation, Rule 3028 of the Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723‑3.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:
1. The Notice of Intervention by Right filed by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel on April 23, 2012 is acknowledged.

2. The Petition to Intervene filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on April 23, 2012 is granted.
3. Parties in this proceeding are directed to file comments on or before May 4, 2012, regarding their position on the Petition for Declaratory Order filed by Boulder County, City and County of Denver, and City of Boulder on April 12, 2012, as amended on April 23, 2012.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
