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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On February 13, 2012, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed a petition seeking a permanent waiver of sections of Rule 3667 of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3, which rule concerns certain provisions of interconnection agreements with government entities (Petition).

2. The Commission noticed the Petition on February 15, 2012, allowing interested persons until March 16, 2012, within which to intervene or participate as a party.  The Governors’ Energy Office (GEO) filed a notice of intervene on March 5, 2012, but did not request a hearing.  As of the close of the intervention period, GEO was the only intervenor.

3. On April 5, 2012, the Commission orally deliberated the merits of the Petition at its weekly meeting.

4. On April 13, 2012, the Commission issued Decision No. C12-0381, which decision constitutes the Commission’s official action with respect to the Petition.  
By Decision No. C12-0381, the Commission granted the Petition in part.  The Commission granted a temporary waiver of the identified sections of Rule 3667 until the earlier of: 
(1) the date the Commission issues a final decision arising from a rulemaking docket considering Rules 3650 and 3667 of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Electric Utilities, 4 CCR 723-3; or (2) December 31, 2014.

5. During the time between oral deliberations and the issuance of Decision No. C12‑0381, specifically April 11, 2012, the City and County of Denver, Colorado (Denver) filed a motion for late intervention.  Denver states that it is generally supportive of the Petition, but is concerned with the requirement that governmental entities provide Public Service with a written certification signed by a high-ranking official or a licensed attorney stating in good faith that the governmental entity is prohibited by law from entering into an agreement containing such provision or provisions.  No response to the motion has been filed.

6. On May 1, 2012, Denver followed its motion for late intervention with a conditional motion for extension of time to file for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration.  Because applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration of Decision No. C12-0381 are due on or before May 3, 2012, Denver filed this May 1, 2012 motion in the hopes of obtaining ten additional days, or until May 14, 2012, within which to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration in the event the Commission grants its motion for late intervention.

7. We find good cause exists to grant Denver’s unopposed motion for late intervention.

8. Given the procedural status of this matter, the effect of the grant of party status to Denver is that Denver may now file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration.  We have considered Denver’s request for a ten-day extension of time within which to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration; however, we find that good cause only exists to partially grant the May 1, 2012 motion.

9. Given the limited scope of the issues raised by Denver, we find that good cause exists to grant an extension for the filing of applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration only through and including May 7, 2012.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Late Intervention filed by the City and County of Denver, Colorado (Denver) on April 11, 2012 is granted.

2. The Motion for Extension of Time to File for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration filed by Denver on May 1, 2012 is granted in part.

3. Applications for Rehearing, Reargument or Reconsideration are due on or before May 7, 2012.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
